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The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive theoretical and applied study
of political dialogue both at the level of political science reflection and within the
framework of the most relevant problem field and the tasks of consolidating
Ukrainian society. The choice of the topic is determined by the new socio-political
need for effective political dialogue, which is caused by the need to democratize
society, to build interaction based on trust and common values between political
actors, the ruling elite and civil society in the context of a largescale military
conflict between the Russian Federation and Ukraine. It is proved that the
development of information and communication technologies has contributed to
the emergence of new forms of dialogue. Their advantages and risks in the political
space are analyzed. The study of the phenomenon of political dialogue allowed to

deepen knowledge about the patterns of political choice, the formation of national



identity, the construction of civilized communication at different levels of
interaction and to assess the effectiveness of political actors. Therefore, the
dialogue is investigated as a mechanism, factor and process in the field of political
communication.

The thesis analyses the phenomenon of political dialogue as a means of
uniting society, as a socio-political category and a factor of political interaction, its
value basis and mechanism of formation, and also suggests ways to optimise
dialogue interaction in Ukrainian society. It is determined that the problem of
studying the role of dialogue is one of the priorities in both domestic and foreign
socio-humanitarian science today, which is confirmed by scientific developments
in the field of philosophy, cultural studies, linguistics, sociology, psychology and
political science.

The study applies an interdisciplinary and political science set of
methodological approaches, methods and principles of knowledge that
comprehensively reveal the content, practical value, relevance of the study of
political dialogue, ensure the unity of socio-philosophical, epistemological,
political science analysis of this phenomenon and identify its interconnection and
interdependence with the political culture of Ukrainian society. This made it
possible to analyse the political dialogue taking into account the national mentality,
basic archetypes and psychological characteristics of the participants in the
interaction in the context of the formation of the political identity of Ukrainian
citizens.

The author substantiates the phenomenon of political dialogue as a certain
universal of the political culture of society, which is an integral structure in which,
on the one hand, the situational meanings of communicative interaction are
symbolically and indivisibly rolled up, and on the other hand, the meanings and
dispositions of the world’s integrity, which allowed it to be understood not only as
a certain communicative regime in the field of politics, but more deeply as an

Imperative to solve urgent political problems in society and in interstate relations.



The work considers the peculiarities of the formation of political dialogue
within the framework of the basic concepts of political science, expands the scope
of the study of the process of its formation and classification, and conducts a
theoretical and methodological analysis of dialogue forms of political
consolidation. It is proved that political dialogue is not only one of its phenomena,
but also one of the ideal-semantic principles, so it should be the subject of a
longterm theoretical reconstruction.

It is determined that political dialogue is a certain ideal model of rational
regulation of contradictions in the field of politics, in the context of social change,
political conflicts and crises. It is a configuration of interaction, negotiation and
partnership based on the principles of discursive equality and the desire to achieve
a mutually beneficial result. It is shown that political dialogue should be
understood as a certain technology not only for reconciling interests between
actors, but also as a method of political communication.

The author focuses on building a dialogue between the government and civil
society, since this type of dialogue is a factor in the democratisation of society,
which affects the consolidation of society and the reputation of the state in the
international arena.

The correlation and dialectical relationship of political dialogue and the level
of political culture and consciousness of both the political elite and citizens,
national character and established traditions are determined and studied. The main
features of political dialogue are highlighted and its role as a factor of society
consolidation aimed at optimal coordination of interests of different social groups
and conflict resolution are shown.

The main functions of political dialogue are formulated: communicative,
consolidating, cognitive, regulatory, controlling, emotional, prognostic,
informational, conative; creative, etc.

The importance of taking into account the influence of national identity on the
process of forming a political dialogue is emphasized. This approach allowed us to

focus on the development, first of all, of strategic planning and management,



which establishes the general goals and ways of behaviour of political actors who
develop and adopt important political decisions and programmes.

The thesis analyses the value orientations and various forms of behaviour
typical of representatives of subcultural formations, which are manifested in their
attitude to the government and the state as a whole. It is argued that the higher the
level of political consciousness, the more consolidated the society is, and the more
constructive the political dialogue is.

The author describes political subcultures of extraterritorial nature (national-
democratic, national-radical, Ukrainian Russians and inertial communist-
bolshevik) and regional national identities in Ukraine. It is shown that, taking into
account their characteristics, the Russian Federation resorts to the selection and use
of manipulative political technologies in order to create conflicts in Ukrainian
society.

The correlation of current values with political choices, the current socio-
political situation and the attitude of citizens to the state’s foreign policy strategy is
obvious. Today, the majority of Ukrainians support the state’s course towards
Euro-Atlantic integration, democratisation and building transparent relations with
the authorities, which rallies Ukrainians even more.

It has been stated that the external threat (the Russian-Ukrainian war) has
become a factor in the intensification of the volunteer movement, which has
contributed to the growth of public confidence in NGOs, awareness of solidarity
and strengthening of the national identity of Ukrainians. The consequences of a
certain dangerous competition between Ukrainian and Russian identities on the
territory of Ukraine are illucidated.

The importance of developing a political dialogue with Ukrainians living on
the temporarily occupied territories in order to consolidate society and develop
national identity is emphasised. The author suggests mechanisms for consolidating
different social groups and involving them in the processes of state-building in
Ukraine and jointly confronting the aggressor, in particular, through specially

created online platforms, social media channels, etc.



It is shown that political dialogue in Ukrainian society is mediated by both
constructive and destructive determinants. The constructive factors include: the
development of political culture of citizens’; consciousness; current socio-political
values; intensification of the activities of public organisations and movements;
exchange of political experience with citizens of other countries in the context of
globalisation processes; introduction of information and communication
technologies and e-democracy tools in the political sphere.

The author identifies the destructive (subjective and objective) determinants
of building a political dialogue, which are caused by real socio-political processes;
problems in political communication; distrust in society; various political crises —
governmental, parliamentary, constitutional, foreign policy, national, etc.

The author considers the consequences of the impact of the described
determinants, which in practical terms can stimulate positive changes in political
communication between the authorities and citizens and re-enter the political
dialogue according to the new rules, updated legislation, reform of government
bodies, etc.

The stages of consolidation of society, depending on the development of
political culture, consciousness and processes in the political system of society, are
identified: consolidation-adaptation, consolidation-identification, consolidation-
transformation.

The author systematises the subjective (political culture, values,
professionalism, personal characteristics and level of intelligence of dialogue
participants, which determines the perception of political manipulations;) and
objective (political regime; degree of consolidation of society; level of socio-
economic development of the state; political culture and consciousness of society;
socio-cultural conditions of citizens’; lives and activities; level of political
conflictogenicity in society; ethno-cultural features) foundations of political

dialogue formation.



The political, cultural, technological, economic and psychological
components which determine the peculiarities of building a dialogue with the aim
of consolidating society are defined in the dissertation.

Approaches to the classification of political dialogue are substantiated on the
basis of its features, the scale of implementation, the actual political situation and
the participants in political and communicative interaction. The types of political
dialogue are distinguished on the following grounds: levels of formation (between
international organisations, between states, between political institutions, between
a citizen and a particular institution, etc.); information of participants (with
complete and incomplete information); effectiveness (democratic and «facade»),
etc.

It is proved that the efficiency of political dialogue is influenced by the nature
of democracy and the functioning of the state-civil society system, since active
public is able to form a demand and orientation for the use of dialogue forms of
political participation in society.

The structure of political dialogue reveals the systemic characteristics of
understanding its nature: from the process of information exchange to its
awareness as a complex creative interaction of subjects with different types of
thinking, intelligence, value systems, ideological positions, social attitudes and
expectations, goals, strategies and special methods.

It is emphasised that the content and outcome of political dialogue depend not
only on the participants in this process, but also on a particular political regime and
the political and communication technologies used. It is stated that political
dialogue involves the spread of the principles of tolerance and consensus in
society. The author considers this phenomenon as a basis for future negotiations
between the parties of a political conflict, as the basis of a communication platform
where the resolution of a dispute can be postponed in time, but the will to negotiate
can be demonstrated. It is shown that political dialogue can serve as a basis for
joint actions to ensure the security, political and socio-economic stability of the

State.



The author analyses the peculiar forms of political dialogue that have
emerged under the influence of new information and communication technologies
and democratisation of relations. The potential of public diplomacy, public
lobbying and e-democracy as forms of political dialogue between the ruling elite
and citizens, which have significant potential for developing trust between the
ruling elite and citizens, is revealed. It is shown that the existence of a mechanism
for regulating lobbying gives the public the opportunity to obtain real information
about the activities of political actors who make important political decisions or
take specific actions.

It is clarified that e-democracy facilitates the establishment of an effective
political dialogue between the ruling elite and the public through the presence of
such attributes as freedom and quality of information; re-ordination of power
through redistribution of powers between the state and citizens; coordination and
harmonisation of private and public interests through coordination of positions and
joint decision-making; information and legal support through the media; e-
participation and a special identification system; general availability of e-
democracy mechanisms; information and communication. At the same time, the
risks that may arise in the process of implementing the described forms of political
dialogue are systematised.

The author points out that in the context of the military conflict between the
Russian Federation and Ukraine, information and psychological confrontation play
a significant role. The author systematises the main components of information
warfare that should be taken into account in order to develop a system of
counteracting (minimising) the impact on the mass consciousness of Ukrainians:
goals; description of the essence of the political conflict; historical aspect of the
war; characteristics of the war participants; the extent to which certain political
actors participate in the war; methods and techniques of information and
psychological influence; tools, etc.

The study reveals fundamental differences in the basic value and worldview

orientations and national character between Ukrainians and Russians, which have



become a conflictogenic factor at the level of interpersonal, intergroup and
interstate interaction.

The author analyses the role of mass media and mass communication outlets
that often use manipulative techniques and therefore act as destructive factors in
shaping dialogue. The author has monitored the news of Russian state media and
Russian websites that spread disinformation about Ukraine and identifies the
reasons for the use of such techniques.

Theoretically possible scenarios of future political dialogue between Ukraine
and the Russian Federation on radically new conditions are modelled. The author
focuses on the fulfilment of Ukraine’s demands for the liberation of the occupied
territories, elimination of various consequences of the war, restoration and
compensation for destroyed infrastructure, and neutralization of war wastes by the
Russian Federation.

The author formulates assumptions about the basis of the future dialogue with
the Russian Federation, which is to be based on changes in the domestic policy of
the state, the processes of democratisation of relations and the development of the
political culture of Russians. It is emphasised that the future political dialogue
between Ukraine and the Russian Federation is complicated by significant losses of
human capital in Ukraine, which is imprinted in the historical memory of
Ukrainians and the entire civilized world. The author suggests scenarios for future
political dialogue which do not exhaust all options for interstate interaction, but
draw attention to the role of political culture as an important component of each
model.

The conclusion of the thesis presents the main results of the study and their
theoretical and practical significance. Directions for further political science
research on this issue are formulated. In particular, the development of methods
and technologies aimed at consolidating Ukrainian society in the context of the
ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war requires research.

It is noted that the theoretical and practical significance of the results obtained

lies in the possibility of their application in the activities of public authorities, in



the information and analytical spheres, i.e. to expand knowledge about dialogue
forms in the political space, in the educational process, research institutes and
centres in the process of forming the foundations of the state strategy in the field of
politics, culture, national security. They can be used in the preparation of
normative and special courses on the problems of political science, conflictology,
political communication, international relations, foreign policy of Ukraine, modern
history, etc.
