ABSTRACT

The dissertation is devoted to the study of prerequisites for the preparation
and implementation of the legal framework that regulated the sphere of monument-
protection activities in the Soviet Ukraine in 1919-1930s. The studying of these
processes is carried out in the socio-cultural context, which made it possible to
follow the influence of the "pivotal period” and the "Cultural Revolution™ on
society's attitude to the heritage of the past. The actual value of the topic is
explained by the need for learning the features of the formation of the conceptual
field and the processes of "professionalisation” of the activities of researchers of
the historical and cultural heritage, the peculiarities of the formation and
functioning of the ethical principles that existed in their intellectual community.
The study has made it possible to solve many questions faced by the researchers of
the historical and cultural heritage of Ukraine in the interwar Soviet period. First of
all, this study draws our attention to the attempt to explore the unique features of
the legal regulation of the culture in the Ukrainian Socialist Soviet Republic
(USSR), as well as trace the changes in the "historical policy” of the Bolsheviks
influencing the sphere of protection of the historical and cultural heritage of the
Ukrainian people in the 1920s and 1930s.

The purpose of the study is to characterise the process of standardising the
professional activity of monument-protection workers in the Soviet Ukraine in the
period from 1919 to the 1930s.

The dissertation consists of four chapters. In the first chapter, the

historiography, research data base, methodology and research methods are



described. The second chapter analyses the experience of creating a conceptual
field and the key areas of activity among specialists who researched the historical
and cultural heritage in the pre-revolutionary era. Also, a description of the key
measures for the normative and legal framework of the protection of monuments in
the Russian Empire during the second half of XIX and the beginning of XX
centuries is given. Thanks to the application of comparative analysis, it has been
found that the Russian Empire was lagging behind the leading Western European
and North American states in the matters of legislative protection of historical and
cultural heritage. At the same time, the problems in legislation were compensated
by the active involvement of public representatives and museum workers. The
third chapter studies the regulation of monument protection activities in the Soviet
Ukraine in 1919-1930s. Much attention is given to the comparative analysis of the
norms of special legislation in various Soviet republics during the above-
mentioned period in order to determine the presence of specific features inherent in
the legislation of the USSR. In order to study the impact of socio-cultural
processes of 1919-1930s on the protection of monuments of the past, the findings
along the interdisciplinary direction of "memory studies" was applied. Changes in
the "historical policy” of the Bolsheviks were considered in relation to the cultural
practices of that period. Their implementation was studied primarily using the
materials of changes in the symbolic space of Kharkiv and Kyiv, which affected
both urban toponymics and manifestations of visual culture, as well as the practices
of representation of the cities in general. The fourth chapter examines key centers
and groups in the intellectual community of monument-protection workers. It has
been established that the researchers of the heritage of the past and museum
employees worked mainly in the old university centres known since the pre-
revolutionary times. Thanks to the application of the prosopographic approach, it
has been proved that the representatives of the Kharkiv and Kyiv monument-
protection centres were the most productive in research activities. The studying of
the peculiarities of professional ethics made it possible to follow the changes that

befell the domestic intellectuals in the "pivotal period”. It has also been found out



that most of the researches of the historical and cultural heritage and museum
workers preferred to continue doing "pure" science, despite constant pressure from
the representatives of the Communist party and government political and
educational institutions.

The scientific novelty lies in the fact that for the first time in historiography,
it has been suggested using a discourse approach to consider the formation of the
monument-protection conceptual field in the scientific environment of researchers
of Ukrainian historical and cultural heritage and the debate on the identity of the
Ukrainian treasures. This approach made it possible to establish the main turning
points in the process of formation of the conceptual field and changes in the
attitude to the concept of the originality and uniqueness of the material and
spiritual culture of the Ukrainian people. The application of the modernist
approach of deconstruction of ideas on traditions, introduced by E. Hobsbawm,
enabled a new way of understanding of the process of formation of the stylistics of
Ukrainian national-romantic modernism through the new "research treaties". In
particular, the connection between the studying of national treasures and the
development of the artistic decorative techniques of the artists of Naddniprianska
and Western Ukraine at the beginning of the XX century has been proved.

The methodological basis of the research is an interdisciplinary approach.
General scientific and special scientific methods were used to study the features of
the standardising the monument-protection activities in the Soviet Ukraine during
the period of 1919-1930s. In order to study the process of preparation and
implementation of measures for the preservation of historical and cultural heritage
in the interwar Soviet Ukraine, the methods of sociology, psychology, law and
certain interdisciplinary fields of humanitarian knowledge were applied.

It is the first time the influence of "historical policy” on monument-
protection activities during the "pivotal period” has been analysed. Many aspects
of the events of the cultural life from 1919 to the 1930s are not researched by
scientists studying various areas of the "memory studies”. The dissertation is of

great help to studying the influence of the key "actors™ of the Bolshevik "historical



policy” on religious, civil, historical monuments and museum domain during the
years of the "Great Break" that has significant scientific importance. In this
scientific research, the thesis about the "non-linearity" of "historical politics"
during the mentioned period has been examined further. The analysis of the events
of the late 1920s and early 1930s made it possible to draw a conclusion that after
the beginning of the "Great Break" in the USSR in general and the Soviet Ukraine
in particular, "historical politics" was under total control of the Bolsheviks
government and Communist party in order to fulfill the tasks of "socialistic
building".

Contemporary Ukrainian historiography has not got any comprehensive
studies in this field of professional ethics. Much attention in the present
dissertation has been given to the attempt at studying the corporate rules and
regulations used by the domestic monument-protection researchers and museum
workers between 1919 and the 1930s. This approach opens the "window of
opportunity" in correlating the role of those "internal” and “external” factors that
had an impact on the behavior of intellectuals in the "pivotal period".
Reconstruction of professional ethics in the past is not an easy task. It becomes
even more complicated in times when total party-ideological control over all
spheres of social life was being established. However, historical sources have
survived to this day, which allow us to confidently speak about the priority of
certain norms for representatives of the academic environment of the 1920s. Thus,
specialists took part in the discussion of transformation projects in various areas of
monument-protection activities. Researchers and government officials were
especially active in discussing changes in the museum industry. It should be
emphasised that this period was marked by a "struggle of ideas" and "visions of the
future™ between representatives of the "science-centric" and "ideological™ currents
within the People's Commissariat of Education (PCE) of the Soviet Ukraine. In
1926, there was ongoing debate between the Scientific Section of the People's
Commissariat of Education (Ukrainian Department of Science) and the General

Politburo, which ended with the victory of the "scientific centrists”. Despite the



widespread opinion in historiography, part of the initiatives of the monument-
protection researches of the 1920s was taken into account in the relevant
legislation.

In the process of comparing the key stages of the standardising of
monument-protection activities with changes in the "historical policy" of the
Bolsheviks, the conclusion is made that they were not completely synchronous. In
particular, the adoption of relevant legislation in the Ukrainian Socialistic Soviet
Republic to some extent developed more slowly than the processes of limited
liberalization of the social and political life, marked by the introduction of New
Economic Policy and "Ukrainisation”.

The conclusion has been made that standardising the monument-protection
research activities by the state institutions is an essential element of the
"professionalisation™ of scientific activity and the creation of professional
communities. Each of the communities, in addition to formal prescriptions, has the
corresponding "professional ethics" of activity. The monument-protection workers
in the Soviet Ukraine (1919 — 1930s) were no exception. In the special legal
framework that regulated the protection of the historical, cultural and natural
heritage of the Ukrainian Socialistic Soviet Republic, republican specificity can be
traced. The relatively short period of "Corenisation"/"Ukrainisation” and partial
liberalisation of the social and political life in the Soviet Ukraine had a clear
correlation with the unprecedented intensification of the study of national heritage
in the 1920s. According to the research, with the establishment of Stalin’s
totalitarian regime and ideological control, the professional ethics of monument-
protection intellectual community is "ousted" by the principle of expediency (by
the state and ideological structures) and the estimated need for surviving (by the
monument-protection research workers). The "Policy of memory" and "amnesia"
implemented by the Stalin’s totalitarian regime in the wake of the "Cultural
Revolution” and the "Great Terror" did not allow to preserve the objects of

historical and cultural heritage and ethical norms of the intellectual community



(partially implemented in the monument-protection legislation in the relatively
liberal 1920s).

The practical significance of the dissertation research is that its results can be
used in the process of creating general works on the history of Ukraine, the history
of the Ukrainian culture, in the process of preparing training manuals, developing
educational and methodological complexes for higher educational institutions on
the basis of monument-protection studies.
