At the same time, the development
of social capital exhibits a contradictory nature, particularly manifested in the
asymmetry between the strengthening of horizontal social ties and the transformation
of vertical social capital, which highlights the need for a comprehensive scientific
understanding of this phenomenon. The theoretical analysis conducted has made it
possible to formulate a comprehensive approach to interpreting social capital,
integrating the resource, functional, network, and institutional dimensions developed
in the scientific concepts of P. Bourdieu, J. Coleman, R. Pattnem, N. Luhmann, M.
Granovetter, N. Linn, M. Woolcock, D. Narayan, and other researchers. The first
chapter of the dissertation is devoted to these key dimensions and the theoretical and

methodological issues of their research.



The second chapter examines the social capital of local communities in the
context of social transformations, focusing on the processes of its endogenization—
that is, its formation from within through everyday practices of interaction, social
networks, and local institutional mechanisms. In particular, the study substantiates the
asymmetrical nature of changes in social capital under crisis conditions, manifested in
the mobilization of horizontal ties and the simultaneous deformation and partial
reduction of vertical social capital. Particular attention is paid to trust as an integrative
mechanism that combines the interpersonal and institutional dimensions of social
capital. Given the study’s focus on examining the social capital of a local community
as a factor in its resilience and development, vertical social capital became the key
analytical focus. It is defined as a system of trust-based relationships, social ties, norms
of reciprocity, and communicative practices between the population and governing
institutions, which ensures the legitimacy of authority, the involvement of citizens in
decision-making processes, the coordination of collective actions, the effectiveness of
feedback, and the maintenance of the community’s institutional capacity in the context
of social change.

In the third chapter, based on the author’s comprehensive sociological study, an
empirical analysis is conducted of the characteristics of the formation and functioning
of social capital in Ukraine’s territorial communities. The empirical basis consisted of
the results of a questionnaire survey of residents of the Kremenchuk and Kharkiv
territorial communities, expert interviews with representatives of local self-
government bodies and the civil society sector, participant observation, document
analysis, content analysis of public communications, narrative analysis, and case
studies. A comparison of communities operating under different security conditions
revealed the impact of the crisis context on the state and transformation of social
capital. Additionally, materials from international and national sociological studies
were used to verify and interpret the results obtained.

The results of the study showed that a local community’s social capital is one of
the key mechanisms for ensuring its social cohesion, governability, and capacity for
development. It is argued that the sustainable development of a community depends on

a balanced combination of intra-group, inter-group, and vertical ties, which



simultaneously ensure social cohesion, openness to interaction, and effective
communication with government institutions. It has been established that local self-
government bodies play a leading role in creating conditions for the accumulation and
realization of social capital by ensuring openness, transparency, accountability, and
supporting citizen participation in local governance processes. At the same time, it has
been demonstrated that the reproduction of social capital cannot be ensured solely
through administrative mechanisms, as its development depends to a significant extent
on everyday practices of interaction, civic engagement, the activities of civil society
institutions, and informal networks of cooperation.

The study devotes significant attention to the transformation of vertical social
capital in the context of crisis-driven social change, particularly the COVID-19
pandemic and full-scale war. It has been established that crisis processes not only alter
the intensity of interaction between citizens and government institutions but also
significantly transform the mechanisms by which trust is formed. In conditions of high
uncertainty and threats, vertical social capital takes on a more personalized character:
trust increasingly centers on specific officials and community leaders rather than on
institutions as established social structures. At the same time, there is a partial rollback
of formal participation mechanisms and a strengthening of the role of operational
communication, informal channels of interaction, and crisis management. It has been
found that this model facilitates the rapid mobilization of resources and the
maintenance of community governance during a crisis; however, it simultaneously
creates risks of eroding institutional trust, narrowing civic participation, and increasing
the dependence of local governance effectiveness on individual administrative actors.

It has been shown that this transformation has mixed consequences. On the one
hand, it facilitates the rapid mobilization of resources, speeds up decision-making, and
enhances the community’s ability to respond to emergencies. On the other hand,
excessive personalization of trust poses risks to long-term institutional stability, as the
effectiveness of interaction begins to depend on individual managers rather than on the
stability and quality of institutional functioning. At the same time, the study’s findings
showed that communities that maintain open communication, transparency in

governance decisions, and opportunities for public participation even during a crisis



demonstrate higher levels of vertical social capital and better conditions for post-crisis
recovery and development.

The findings suggest that the further implementation of decentralization reform
will take place amid conflicting dynamics of vertical social capital. It has been
established that in the absence of mechanisms for institutionalizing trust, there is a risk
of an asymmetrical model of interaction between the government and the population,
within which citizens remain primarily consumers of administrative decisions rather
than full-fledged participants in local governance. Under such conditions, the
effectiveness of community functioning will increasingly depend on the individual
characteristics of specific leaders and management teams, which increases the
vulnerability of local institutions to personnel changes, political transformations, and
resource constraints.

In this context, the prospects for decentralization will be determined not so much
by the further expansion of the formal powers of local self-government bodies as by
the ability of communities to ensure a transition from personalized models of trust to
sustainable institutional mechanisms of interaction. This involves the formation of a
model of vertical social capital in which civic agency, institutional trust, and public
participation become interrelated elements of local governance. It is the level of
development of these components that will determine the ability of local communities
not only to respond effectively to crisis challenges but also to ensure long-term social
stability, the restoration of institutional legitimacy, and the sustainability of
decentralization reform outcomes in the post-war period.

Based on the results of an empirical study of social capital in Ukraine’s local
communities, an asymmetrical structure of social capital has been identified, a gap
between trust, participation, and shared responsibility has been revealed, and the
dependence of social capital development on the territorial context — particularly
proximity to the combat zone — has been demonstrated. A set of tools for developing
social capital is proposed, including civic education, the development of direct
communication, the institutionalization of participation, support for institutional

capacity, and the implementation of sociological monitoring of the population’s needs.



The scientific novelty of the dissertation lies in the development of an integrative
approach to analyzing the social capital of local communities in the context of social
transformations, the conceptualization of “vertical” social capital as an independent
analytical dimension for Ukrainian realities, and the substantiation of its decisive role
in the governance capacity of communities. The asymmetric and territorially
differentiated nature of social capital transformation has been identified, a system of
indicators for its measurement has been developed, and the dual (compensatory and
restrictive) nature of horizontal social capital in community functioning has been
revealed. Furthermore, for the first time in Ukrainian sociological literature, a typology
of territorial communities based on the level of development of horizontal and vertical
social capital is proposed, and the existence of the personalization of institutional trust
in wartime conditions is demonstrated.

The category of “civic agency” has been specifically defined and incorporated
into the study’s conceptual model; it is viewed as an integral characteristic of the active
stance taken by members of a local community regarding participation in public life,
the exercise of their right to influence local governance processes, and shared
responsibility for community development. It has been established that civic agency is
one of the key factors in the formation of vertical social capital, as it determines the
population’s readiness for constructive interaction with local self-government bodies,
participation in the development and implementation of administrative decisions, as
well as the maintenance of institutional trust in the context of social transformations.

The research findings can be utilized by local self-government bodies and state
authorities to develop and implement effective strategies for the development of
territorial communities. The tools for strengthening social capital outlined in the
dissertation can be applied to enhance institutional trust, improve mechanisms for civic
participation, implement social capital monitoring systems, and increase the
effectiveness of administrative decisions, which collectively will contribute to
strengthening social resilience and improving the quality of life for community
residents.
