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ABSTRACT

The thesis is devoted to studying the problem of developing teachers' social
competence in working with learners who have found or may find themselves in
difficult life circumstances. The study carried out a comprehensive analysis of the level
of teacher training in the work with this category of learners both within the higher
education system and in the process of advanced training. As a result of the study, it
was found that in the system of higher education insufficient attention is paid to the
formation and development of social competence of teachers, and existing training
programs only partially contribute to the development of this competence. They do not
provide its full-fledged formation and do not take into account the necessary
consistency and integrated approach, which are critical for effective work with learners
in difficult life circumstances.

Based on the analysis of scientific sources, it was established that the social
competence of the teacher is a set of knowledge, skills, abilities, and personal qualities
that allow the teacher to successfully interact with the participants in the educational
process, create a favorable educational atmosphere, effectively resolve conflicts, show
emotional and social support, adapt to various cultural, social and individual contexts.
Such competence ensures the teacher's ability to adapt to a variety of cultural, social,
and individual contexts, which is necessary for the effective support of learners who
have found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances, as well as for the
effective implementation of social and pedagogical support in the conditions of modern
educational challenges.

It was found that the pedagogical workers of educational institutions play an
important role throughout the state in terms of social protection of children, protection

of childhood, direct protection of children's rights, and especially in the issue of timely



detection and prevention of difficult life circumstances in learners of institutions of
general secondary education.

The need for comprehensive training of teachers who are able not only to
perform their professional duties qualitatively but also to effectively provide social and
pedagogical support to learners, in particular those who have found or may find
themselves in difficult life circumstances, in the conditions of rapid changes in the
regulatory framework, European integration processes and modern security challenges
in Ukraine. It is emphasized that the development of social competence of teachers is
a priority of modern education, which meets the needs of comprehensive support for
learners in the context of dynamic social changes.

Analyzed modern educational challenges, in particular pandemics, military
actions, and economic crises, and identified their general consequences and key zones
of influence on the participants of the educational process using the Venn diagram.
This analysis is an important stage in the process of developing the social competence
of teachers to work effectively with learners who have found or may find themselves
in difficult life circumstances.

A conceptual model for the development of the social competence of teachers to
work with learners who have found or may find themselves in difficult life
circumstances has been developed, which contributes to the definition of individual
trajectories for advanced training among teachers, taking into account the needs and
characteristics of each teacher, namely: professional experience, experience as a class
teacher, availability of pedagogical education and other factors.

Theoretically, an integrative model for the development of social competence of
teachers in working with learners has been substantiated and developed, who have
found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances as a way of creating a safe
educational environment for the education and development of learners, providing
teachers with the necessary conceptual/theoretical and experience/practical knowledge
using reflective practices for self-regulation of professional activities for effective work
with learners who have found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances.

Theoretically substantiated and developed structural components of social

competence of teachers to work with learners in difficult life circumstances based on



an integrative model of development of this competence. The socio-cultural, cognitive,
activity-professional, reflexive structural components that require adaptation to the
specific conditions of the educational environment and provide an integrated approach
to the teaching and development of learners who have found or may find themselves
in difficult life circumstances, taking into account both social and individual needs of
each.

Theoretically substantiated and developed a model of methodology for the
development of social competence of teachers to work with learners in the process of
advanced training as a structure of methodological-target, content-activity, and
diagnostic-reflective blocks, which ensures the development of this social competence
in teachers. Verification of the effectiveness of the developed methodology was carried
out by studying the level of development of the social competence of teachers in
relation to working with this category of learners.

To verify the effectiveness of the methodology for developing the social
competence of teachers to work with learners who have found or may find themselves
in difficult life circumstances, based on the research of V. Luniachek and taking as a
basis the structure of competence given in the Law of Ukraine “On Education” five
factors are identified that fully correspond to the objectives of the study: “ability to use
their knowledge”, “ability to use skills and abilities”, “state of interaction with
participants in the educational process”, “level of responsibility”.

It has been determined that the most effective way to determine the level of
development of social competence of teachers in working with applicants for education
in difficult life circumstances is a qualimetric method. On its basis, factor-criterion
models have been created for assessing the level of development of social competence
of class teachers and teachers in working with applicants for education who have found
themselves or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances.

It has been determined that the most effective way to determine the level of
development of social competence of teachers in working with learners in difficult life
circumstances is a qualimetric method. On its basis, factor-criterion models have been

created for assessment of the level of development of social competence of class



teachers and teachers in working with learners who have found themselves or may find
themselves in difficult life circumstances.

The basis for factor-criterion models was the author's questionnaire “Social work
with learners who have found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances”,
the development of which was carried out based on retrospective experience and study
of legal documents relating to the social protection of learners, who have found or may
find themselves in difficult life circumstances, as well as ensuring their rights.

The carrying out of successional (consistent) pedagogical experiment is proved,
due to the low level of development of social competence of teachers to work with
learners in difficult life circumstances, as well as the absence in Ukraine of a developed
and scientifically grounded pedagogical methodology and appropriate methodological
support for the development of this competence.

At the beginning of the pedagogical experiment, a sufficient amount of a
representative sample was determined to obtain reliable results.

During the experimental work, the legitimacy of certain and justified
organizational and pedagogical conditions for the development of the social
competence of teachers in working with learners in difficult life circumstances in the
system of postgraduate education has been proved: the definition of an individual
educational trajectory, the adaptation of educational activities to the specific needs of
teachers.

At the stage of completion of experimental work, positive changes were recorded
in the level of development of the social competence of teachers in working with
learners in difficult life circumstances.

The statistical significance of the results of experimental work and the
conclusion on the effectiveness of a theoretically substantiated and developed
methodology for developing the social competence of teachers in working with
learners in difficult life circumstances is determined by the Pearson correlation
coefficient r.

The analysis of the results of the experiment indicates the effectiveness of the
applied methodology for developing the social competence of teachers in working with

learners in difficult life circumstances in the process of advanced training and the need



for its further implementation to increase the professional readiness of teachers to work
with this category of learners.

The scientific novelty is that

for the first time

- theoretically substantiated and developed an integrative model for the
development of social competence of teachers in working with learners who have
found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances, which integrates and
contributes to  strengthening the links between conceptual/theoretical,
practical/experienced, and socio-cultural knowledge with self-regulation of
professional activities, which will allow teachers to effectively identify and respond to
difficult life circumstances of learners and provide them with social and pedagogical
support;

- theoretically substantiated, developed, and experimentally tested a model
of methodology and methodology for the development of social competence of
teachers in working with learners in difficult life circumstances in the process of
advanced training, which is based on a cyclic matrix of the ratio of components of
social competence (sociocultural; cognitive; activity-professional; reflexive); provides
for the use of a qualimetric approach to assessment the level of established social
competence of teachers in working with learners in difficult life circumstances to
ensure an individual phased (initial, content-related and diagnostic and corrective)
educational trajectory of its development;

- theoretically substantiated, developed the content and criteria for
assessment of the level of development of social competence of teachers and class
teachers in working with learners who have found or may find themselves in difficult
life circumstances.

The following aspects were specified:

- modern educational challenges and their consequences, leading to an
increase in learners who have found or may find themselves in difficult life
circumstances and visualized them using a Venn diagram to determine key areas of

influence on participants in the educational process;



- the concept of social competence of the teacher as a set of
professional knowledge, skills, abilities, and personal qualities that allow him to
effectively interact with the participants in the educational process, create a positive
educational climate, successfully resolve conflicts, provide social and pedagogical
support, as well as adapt to various social, cultural and individual conditions;

- - the structure of the social competence of teachers in working with
learners in difficult life circumstances, which is based on an integrative model of the
development of social competence of teachers, in particular through the combination
of conceptual/theoretical knowledge with practical/experience knowledge and taking
into account socio-cultural and personal aspects, which contributes to improving the
effectiveness of work with this category of learners.

The following points were developed:

- toolkit for the development of social competence of teachers in working
with learners in difficult life circumstances in the process of advanced training, in
particular, forms (development consists in the application of the author’s programs of
advanced training courses “Organization of teachers’ work with learners who have
found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances”) and methods
(development consists in the use of group discussion, case method, solving situational
problems, storytelling method, essay writing method);

- toolkit for assessment of the level of development of the social
competence of teachers and class leaders in working with learners in difficult life
circumstances, through the development of the author’s questionnaire “Social work
with applicants for education who have found or may find themselves in difficult life
circumstances”, which adapts all factors that may lead to difficult life circumstances
by the Law of Ukraine “On Social Services”.

Practical significance of research findings consists of a methodology for
developing the social competence of teachers to work with learners in difficult life
circumstances in the process of advanced training, the development and
implementation of programs for advanced training of pedagogical workers in the

postgraduate education system “Organization of teachers’ work with learners who have



found or may find themselves in difficult life circumstances™ lasting 30 hours and 60
hours.

The main results of the study were introduced into the process of advanced
training of pedagogical workers of communal institutions of the Kharkov City Council:
“Kharkiv Lyceum No. 26” (certificate No. 01-26/135 of June 21, 2024), “Kharkiv
Lyceum No. 70” (certificate No. 01-22/114 of June 21, 2024), “Kharkiv Lyceum
No. 75 (certificate No. 01-34/151 of June 21, 2024), “Kharkiv Lyceum No. 85~
(certificate from No. 01-24/91 of June 24, 2024), “Kharkiv Lyceum No. 113~
(certificate No. 01-24/306 of June 24, 2024), “Kharkiv Lyceum No. 157 (certificate
No. 01-26/174 of June 24, 2024), “Kharkiv Lyceum No. 163 (certificate No. 01-
25/401 of June 24, 2024). The research was also implemented in the Academic Council
