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The dissertation is devoted to deepening the theoretical and methodological
foundations of studying the development of foreign trade relations of the Baltic States
within the European Union and to developing strategic directions for improving
Ukraine’s foreign trade policy, taking into account the experience of the Baltic
countries.

As a result of the conducted research, it was established that foreign trade
relations represent a complex integrative category formed at the intersection of
economic, legal, and political sciences. Their essence lies not only in the processes of
exchanging goods and services across national borders but also in forming a system of
economic, legal, and institutional linkages among multinational actors under conditions
of global interdependence. The modern interpretation of foreign trade relations reflects
both traditional forms of material exchange and new manifestations of interaction in the
digital economy, services, and cross-border data flows.

A historical and theoretical analysis of the evolution of approaches to
understanding foreign trade relations demonstrated that throughout the development of
economic thought — from classical political economy to modern theories of digital
globalization — the essence of this category has undergone substantial transformation.
The initial perception of international trade as a zero-sum exchange of resources has
gradually evolved toward the recognition of mutually beneficial cooperation, expansion
of trade to include intangible assets, and awareness of the critical role of institutional
factors in shaping countries’ international competitiveness.

Based on the conducted content analysis, the author proposes a definition of
foreign trade relations as a system of economic interactions among states, business
entities, and households oriented toward the exchange of goods, services, capital, and
data across national borders, operating within global institutional norms. This definition

reflects current transformations in the world economy, emphasizes the importance of



digitalization and integration processes, and creates methodological prerequisites for
further research in the field of international economic relations.

Taking into account the advantages and shortcomings of the analyzed approaches
to the formation of the EU Single Market, conceptual foundations for studying its
development as a key factor of economic integration and foreign trade policy have been
elaborated. Their implementation involves: systematizing the evolution of Single
Market concepts; improving methodological tools by combining neoliberal,
institutional, and structuralist approaches; developing a structural-logical scheme of
institutional support for the Single Market; deepening scientific understanding of the
mechanisms for realizing the four freedoms through identifying their institutional
instruments, legal frameworks, and national implementation specifics; clarifying the
role of modern strategic initiatives and key challenges to their realization; developing a
generalized model of the Single Market’s impact on the EU’s common trade policy;
and justifying institutional and organizational mechanisms to address existing problems
— thereby strengthening the EU’s resilience and competitiveness.

It was determined that methodological approaches to studying foreign trade
relations in the context of integration processes are multifaceted and have evolved
along with economic science. The most significant among them are the neoliberal,
institutional, structuralist, historical-evolutionary, regionalist, and systemic approaches.
Each provides a distinct methodological framework for assessing integration effects,
offering formal models, quantitative indicators, and empirical tools. However, none
alone ensures comprehensive evaluation, necessitating an integrated approach tailored
to the research object, data availability, and analytical goals.

Generalization of the findings revealed that studying the development of foreign
trade relations of the Baltic States in the context of integration processes requires a
comprehensive methodological approach combining systemic analysis of integration
prerequisites, institutional transformation assessment, modeling of integration effects,
empirical modeling of trade flows, and strategic forecasting. Such an approach enables

quantitative evaluation of EU membership effects on trade dynamics, identification of



structural transformations, and projection of future integration prospects under global
challenges.

The analysis of the prerequisites and stages of foreign trade development in the
Baltic States confirmed that their integration into the European Single Market became a
key growth driver, providing access to broad resources and infrastructure development.
The Baltic States effectively leveraged this experience to build efficient economic
models within the EU.

The dissertation proposes theoretical and methodological foundations for
studying the dynamics and structure of the Baltic States’ foreign trade after EU
accession through the development of an integrated competitiveness assessment system
combining structural-dynamic and index-based approaches. It is based on harmonized
export-import time series across seven major SITC Rev.4 product groups,
incorporating global market shares, comparative advantage indices, openness
indicators, trade balance ratios to GDP, and concentration metrics.

Calculations based on the proposed framework demonstrate that, after joining the
EU, the Baltic States rapidly intensified their foreign trade and deeply integrated into
the Single Market. The peak growth phase of the early 2020s has since stabilized.
Structurally, Lithuania shifted from fuel dependence to processing, chemical, and agri-
food sectors; Latvia established a more balanced profile focusing on machinery, food,
and chemicals; Estonia maintained a stable technological specialization with a
predominance of machinery. Trade geography increasingly aligns with the intra-
European “core,” oriented toward Central and Northern European partners, while the
role of eastern directions significantly declined after recent geopolitical shifts. Export
concentration in Estonia is decreasing, enhancing its resilience, whereas Latvia’s import
concentration remains elevated despite broader export diversification. Overall trade
openness remains high and cyclical: following a wave of expansion linked to price and
logistics shocks, trade flows partially adjusted to more stable trajectories. Trade
balances remain mostly negative, though Lithuania approaches equilibrium more
frequently; Estonia maintains relative balance, while Latvia continues to show import

prevalence. The real economies of all three countries have grown faster than the EU



average, with forecasts suggesting a gradual transition to a moderate growth plateau.
The Baltic region thus emerges as an open, EU-oriented economic subsystem that
remains sensitive to external shocks yet demonstrates increasing diversification and
trade resilience.

Based on the study of the role of foreign direct investment (FDI) in the
development of the Baltic States’ foreign trade, a scientific—methodological toolkit was
developed to examine the FDI-trade relationship for each country through the
construction of PPML gravity models with full exporterxyear and importerxyear fixed
effects and within-transformation of lagged variables.

Applying this toolkit demonstrated that FDI and trade in the Baltic States are
complementary: investment growth amplifies trade flows, though the intensity varies
across countries (strongest in Lithuania, balanced in Estonia, moderate in Latvia) and
channels (inward FDI enhances productivity and value-chain integration, while outward
FDI supports market expansion and regional investment multiplication). Temporally,
investment—trade intensity peaked in the mid-2010s and declined after 2014 due to
geopolitical shocks. Spatially, trade remains concentrated around the European “core”
(Germany, Poland, Scandinavia) with growing U.S. and Chinese directions and a sharp
contraction of Russian ties. Infrastructure programs (TEN-T, CEF, ERDF, InvestEU)
indirectly strengthen the FDI-trade link by reducing transaction costs and improving
market access. Politically, this implies supporting outward FDI in logistics, machinery,
and IT, deepening TEN-T cooperation, and targeting key markets in the EU, U.S., and
China.

The study of current challenges in the Baltic States’ foreign trade policy showed
that their external economic policy is shaped by the interplay of EU integration
mechanisms spanning monetary-financial (Eurozone) and spatial-institutional regimes
(Schengen Area, Single Market). Meanwhile, new EU regulatory tools such as CBAM
and CSRD introduce both challenges and opportunities for trade transformation,
necessitating quantitative evaluation of their effects on the export-import dynamics of

Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania.



To quantitatively assess the impact of EU integration regulations (Eurozone,
Schengen, Single Market, CBAM, CSRD) on the Baltic States’ bilateral trade, a
structural gravity model with exporterxyear and importerxyear fixed effects was
employed. The results confirm that spatial proximity, institutional integration, and FDI
remain key growth drivers, while sustainability-oriented regulations are emerging as a
new filter of competitiveness. The main challenges for Baltic trade policy include
maintaining positive integration effects while minimizing regulatory losses, adapting
energy-intensive sectors to EU carbon standards, attracting “green” investment, and
ensuring synergy between institutional and environmental dimensions of integration.

To explore the development of new sales markets under intensifying global
competition, the dissertation combines GIS/network transport accessibility analysis
with a gravity model of external trade, providing a comprehensive assessment of the
Baltic States’ logistical connectivity to key EU partners. The results indicate that new
markets have emerged in Central Europe (Poland, Czechia, Slovakia) via Rail Baltica
and TEN-T corridors; Western Europe (Germany, Netherlands, Belgium) through
improved port and logistics integration; and Northern Europe (Finland, Sweden)
through multimodal “northern bridges” across the Baltic Sea. Collectively, TEN-T and
related programs have increased Baltic exports by roughly 4-5% on average and
strengthened the region’s competitiveness, transforming it from a peripheral zone into
an integrated “northern bridge” connecting Scandinavia, Central, and Western Europe
within a unified logistics system.

The dissertation substantiates strategic directions for improving the Baltic States’
foreign trade policy within the EU based on comprehensive assessment of integration
mechanisms’ effects on bilateral trade and transport-logistics accessibility.

Based on the study of institutional, digital, logistical, and environmental aspects
of Baltic foreign trade policy within the EU, scientific and practical recommendations
have been developed for implementing strategic directions to enhance Ukraine’s
foreign trade policy. These recommendations draw upon the Baltic experience within
the EU and are founded on the systemic combination of institutional, digital, logistical,

and “green” integration, proposing a conceptual model for harmonizing Ukraine’s



foreign trade policy with the EU acquis that encompasses three interconnected
dimensions: regulatory, infrastructural, and market.

Scientific and practical developments and recommendations of the dissertation
work were implemented in the work of the Department of Economy and Infrastructure
Development of the Zhmeryn City Council during the preparation of analytical
materials on the development of the main directions of foreign economic activity of the
