The dissertation is dedicated to the substantiation and development of
theoretical foundations, methodological support, as well as a set of
recommendations for the development and implementation of the organizational
and economic mechanism of crisis management in regional development of
Ukraine.

The first chapter “Conceptual foundations of crisis management in regional
development” clarifies the content of the phenomenon of crisis and the nature of
crisis management in economic theory, develops the characteristics of regional
development under crisis management conditions, and defines theoretical aspects
of building the crisis management mechanism at the regional level. The polysemy
of the term “crisis” is discussed as a dialectical combination of the aggravation
of contradictions in socio-economic systems with opportunities for development
that arise as a result of effective crisis management. Crisis management is defined
as a set of methods, tools, and techniques, i.e., the mechanism of preventing or
mitigating the effects of crisis phenomena in the economy and/or society through
the implementation of the following components: vulnerability and risk
assessment, prevention, preparedness, response, and recovery.

The study presents an analysis of multi-level components of socio-
economic systems, their interaction, and influence on the formation of crisis

strategies. The need for a balance between centralization and decentralization in



management decisions, particularly within regional development, is
substantiated. A classification of crisis factors is provided, categorized as
exogenous and endogenous, as well as objective and subjective aspects. The
influence of the institutional environment on the subjectivity of management
decisions is revealed, which determines the role of inclusive and extractive
Institutions in crisis formation. The study of crisis factors has allowed identifying
their key role in forecasting and overcoming crisis situations.

A methodological approach to crisis management at the regional level is
proposed, which includes stages of identifying challenges, risks, and
opportunities, developing effective development strategies, and integrating
stakeholders. The architecture of organizational and institutional mechanisms of
crisis management, oriented towards maximizing the integral potential of regions
and harmonizing the interests of process participants, is outlined.

The second chapter “Analytical aspects of crisis management in regional
development of Ukraine” analyzes the state of territorial development in Ukraine,
determines the impact of global trends and geopolitical situations on the
development of the regions of Ukraine, and analyzes the crisis level of regions in
Ukraine.

The study discusses the peculiarities of modern regional development in
Ukraine under global and geopolitical changes. Key trends affecting economic
activity, social stability, and infrastructure development of regions are presented.
The importance of forming effective regional policies that consider the internal
features of regions, as well as challenges related to economic integration,
technological innovation implementation, and geopolitical instability, is
substantiated.

The analysis of regional territorial development allowed differentiating
regions based on economic development levels, investment activity, and

innovation potential. It was found that the largest contribution to GDP formation



Is made by Dnipropetrovsk, Kyiv, Poltava regions, and Kyiv city, which are
characterized by high levels of investment and innovation activity.

The research into the economic development of regions revealed key
problems related to the consequences of the military conflict, including
significant economic losses, reduced business activity, and a decrease in the
number of business entities. At the same time, the economic resilience of regions
to crisis phenomena was identified, manifested in the high adaptation of
businesses to new conditions.

The study showed that the economy of regions in Ukraine demonstrated
resilience to crisis phenomena, which manifested in the adaptation of businesses
to economic and political realities. The highest crisis resilience potential was
demonstrated by business entities in the agricultural sector. Additionally, sectors
such as wholesale and retail trade, financial and insurance activities, and real
estate operations showed high stability.

The third chapter “Formation of organizational and economic mechanism
of crisis management at the regional level” builds the mechanism for institutional
support of sustainable regional development, improves the tools of state regional
policy under crisis management conditions for regional development in Ukraine,
and deepens the implementation of digitalization tools as an element of the crisis
management mechanism for regional development.

The study of institutional mechanisms for ensuring sustainable regional
development substantiated key directions of state influence on regional
development, considering contemporary challenges and conditions. In particular,
the dynamics of key indicators of local budget execution: revenues, expenditures,
and inter-budget transfers, which are critical for ensuring financial stability at the
local level, were analyzed. It was found that a significant share of local budget
revenues is generated from military income tax (PIT), highlighting its role in
ensuring financial stability during armed conflict. This has created new

challenges for financial planning and implementation of local programs, forcing



local governments to optimize expenditure structures, search for new sources of
financing, and adapt budgets to changing conditions.

Stable revenues allow territorial communities to maintain key social
spheres, including education, healthcare, and social services. At the same time,
financial difficulties have determined the need to improve horizontal balancing
mechanisms and financial management.

The study provides a detailed analysis of the tools and mechanisms of
regional policy, highlighting their advantages and disadvantages. It was revealed
that the actions of local authorities may cover not only changes in administrative
services but also the formation of regional policy, management of communal
property, development of partnerships with businesses, and implementation of
innovative strategies. The sequence of stages in the development of an innovation
strategy for regional development, which takes into account crisis measures, is
substantiated, and the importance of focusing on the smart specialization of
regions is emphasized.

The practical value of some results is confirmed by their implementation
in the activities of domestic enterprises, in particular:

the improved sequence and interrelationships of stages in the development
of an innovation strategy for regional development in the context of its
development, taking into account crisis measures, which allows for the selection
of strategic development directions based on regional industrial specifics and the
priority area of smart specialization, is used in the activities of the Department of
Economic Policy of the Lviv Regional State Administration (reference No. 1-
52/657 dated 09.12.2024);

the stages of developing the innovation strategy for regional development,
which consider the possibility of adjusting the innovation strategy and individual
management decisions regarding the development direction, criteria, timelines,

and control procedures, or changing the goals and tasks in crisis situations based



on innovations, are used in the activities of the Ternopil Regional Military
Administration (reference No. 02-51/10 dated 02.01.2025);

the developed algorithm for creating practical recommendations to
enhance the resilience of border regions of Ukraine through cross-border
cooperation during wartime, aimed at attracting international support, including
investments, technologies, and knowledge, allowing regions to effectively
recover their economy, adapt to new conditions, and integrate into the European
space, is used in the activities of the Transcarpathian Regional Center for Socio-
Economic and Humanitarian Research of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine (reference No. 39/6, dated 26.09.2024).
