The dissertation is devoted to deepening the theoretical and methodological
foundations for studying the development of trade and economic relations between
Ukraine and the Republic of Poland in the context of Ukraine’s European integration
and to substantiating promising directions for their improvement, considering
transformations in the international economic environment, institutional changes, and
Ukraine’s integration into the European economic space.

The dissertation generalizes theoretical approaches to the interpretation of the
definition of “economic integration,” systematizes methodological approaches to the
study of bilateral trade and economic relations, and provides a comprehensive analysis
of the current state, structure, asymmetry, and dynamics of trade and economic
interaction between Ukraine and Poland. The study assesses the outcomes of
Ukrainian-Polish trade and economic relations using a multi-level system of indicators,
examines the impact of geopolitical, economic, and institutional factors on the
development of bilateral relations, and develops an extended gravity model for
monitoring their effectiveness under conditions of global crisis phenomena.
Conceptual foundations and practical directions for deepening trade and economic
relations between Ukraine and Poland in the context of Ukraine’s European integration
are substantiated; their implementation will contribute to strengthening economic
resilience, expanding mutually beneficial cooperation, and accelerating Ukraine’s
integration into the common European market.

As aresult of the research, the following most important scientific findings have
been obtained:

improved:



— the theoretical and methodological approach to the analysis of trade and
economic relations between Ukraine and Poland in the context of Ukraine’s European
integration, which serves as a tool for assessing trade asymmetry, the impact of external
threats, and the potential for deepening trade and economic relations; it is distinguished
by its comprehensiveness, combining theoretical (systemic, institutional, and
geoeconomic) and empirical (economic-mathematical) elements, ensuring a
comprehensive analysis from historical prerequisites to forecasting future trends, and
is based on the integration of traditional methods with the author’s improvements
adapted to contemporary geopolitical realities, thus ensuring an objective assessment
of the development of bilateral relations and enhancing the reliability of the research
results;

— the methodology for evaluating the outcomes of trade and economic relations
between Ukraine and Poland, which is based on a comprehensive systemic analysis of
the dynamics and patterns of socio-economic development of the countries under study
and on their comparison, using a multi-level system of indicators (trade intensity
indicators, structural indicators of foreign trade, indicators of the complementarity of
trade structures, terms-of-trade indicators, as well as integral and index indicators), and
provides a deeper analysis of economic resilience and the potential of Ukrainian-Polish
trade and economic interaction;

— the toolkit for monitoring the effectiveness of trade and economic relations
between Ukraine and Poland through the creation and use of an extended gravity model
by integrating into the classical gravity model a new variable, namely conflict distance,
as a separate significant factor that quantitatively captures risks in Ukrainian-Polish
interaction (competition in the agro-industrial sector and protectionist measures; border
blockades and logistical problems; political and institutional tensions; structural
asymmetries and economic risks; the impact of military operations), together with
political, economic, cultural, and communication distances within a single extended
specification, which made it possible to identify and substantiate the existence of the
paradox of growing trade volumes with Poland as the closest and largest partner,
despite the decline in GDP and production volumes in Ukraine as a result of the full-

scale war;

— the conceptual and categorical framework of the study by substantiating the
author’s definition of the concept of “economic integration,” which is proposed to be
interpreted as a process of deepening interaction among national economies, governed
by state institutions and market mechanisms, based on the gradual elimination of
discriminatory barriers to trade in goods and services, as well as on the liberalization
of the movement of factors of production—capital, labor, technologies, and
knowledge—which, unlike existing approaches, emphasizes the combination of
institutional regulation and market self-organization, as well as the multidimensional
nature of integration processes that encompass not only trade flows but also the
exchange of knowledge, innovation, and human capital;

— the classification of methodological approaches to the study of trade and
economic relations between countries under contemporary global integration
processes, which combines theoretical-methodological and instrumental-applied
aspects into a single structured system and makes it possible to cover the full spectrum
of modern methods, taking into account both quantitative and qualitative components
within a unified system; it enables the substantiation of criteria for selecting the most
appropriate methods and models depending on the purpose, object, and context of the
study, creates a methodological basis for a comprehensive, multidimensional analysis
of trade and economic relations between countries of the world, helps avoid
fragmentation, increases the reliability of scientific conclusions, and may be used as a
universal methodological framework for further research on trade and economic
relations in global and regional dimensions;

— the conceptual model of the mechanism for deepening bilateral relations
between Ukraine and Poland in the context of Ukraine’s European integration, which
provides for the formation of a comprehensive system of interrelated directions for the
development of trade and economic relations, encompassing economic, logistical-
infrastructural, scientific-innovative, energy, and other spheres, with the determination
of the sequence of their implementation and expected results, which, unlike existing
approaches, provides for the possibility of both phased and integrated application of

individual instruments for deepening trade and economic relations, ensuring their



independent influence on the development of bilateral relations and creating a
synergistic effect when implemented simultaneously, which will contribute to the
sustainable economic development of the two countries and accelerate Ukraine’s
integration into the common European market.

The practical significance of the research findings lies in the fact that the
theoretical provisions and practical recommendations developed by the author provide
a foundation for the further development of bilateral economic relations between
Ukraine and Poland and may be used in designing trade and economic policy measures
in both countries. The author’s scientific developments, conclusions, and practical
