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The dissertation research is devoted to a comprehensive comparative
analysis of military conflicts in the European part of the former USSR. Attention is
drawn to the fact that the process of strengthening national sovereignty,
modernization of political regimes of post-Soviet countries took place against the
background of defining the concept of internal reformatting of the socio-political

system, aimed at continuing the process of democratization and the vector of



foreign policy. This was accompanied by contradictions in the spheres of economy,
social policy, international relations. The reasons and factors that led to various
kinds of military clashes are considered and their course is analyzed. The focus is
on the dynamics of Ukrainian-Russian relations in the post-Soviet period and the
full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation into Ukraine. This war is
characterized, the role of international organizations in its termination 1is
determined, and general recommendations are formulated for eliminating conflict-
generating factors.

The thesis focuses in particular on the liminal approach to the analysis of
contemporary military conflicts, which allows war to be viewed not merely as an
open armed conflict, but as a process of gradual escalation that unfolds over a long
period in the intermediate space between covert, indirect, ambiguously attributed
forms of hostile action and the open interstate military phase. On this basis, the
paper proposes an original model of the evolution of liminal war, within which the
‘mechanism of liminality’ is defined as the key element of transition between the
stages of conflict dynamics. Applying this model to the analysis of the Russian-
Ukrainian war has made it possible to demonstrate that the full-scale invasion of 24
February 2022 was not the start of the war as such, but a transition to its open
military phase following a prolonged period of liminal escalation, which combined
political pressure, information operations, subversive practices, proxy instruments,
limited military intervention and strategic manipulation of uncertainty.

The relevance of the study of military conflicts in the post-Soviet space is
due to the need to overcome a number of contradictions at the geopolitical,
international legal and regional levels, to develop a scientifically sound approach
to implementing political transformation, and to the lack of a systematic analysis of
the nature and character of military conflicts in the post-Soviet space.

The study employs a range of specific political science methods appropriate
to the subject matter and objectives of the work. The comparative political science
method has made it possible to compare military conflicts in the post-Soviet space

in terms of key parameters relating to their emergence, course and resolution. The



historical-political science method was applied to reconstruct their genesis in the
context of the collapse of the USSR and the transformation of political regimes.
The systemic and institutional methods enabled an analysis of the interrelationship
between the political regime, the state’s institutional capacity, external intervention
and conflict dynamics. The case study method and process analysis were used to
study the Russian-Ukrainian war and construct the author’s model of the evolution
of liminal war. The typological method served as the basis for generalising
conflicts within a common analytical framework, whilst document analysis and
content analysis of sources provided the empirical basis for the study.

The first section of the dissertation research «Modernization of Post-Soviet
Political Regimes» is devoted to the general characteristics of political regimes of
the post-Soviet space, the trajectory of evolution/modernization of post-Soviet
political regimes and theoretical approaches to the study of armed conflicts.
Political modernization on non-democratic principles in different countries of the
post-Soviet space has its own characteristics in accordance with global and internal
challenges, resources, state and strength of the political regime and the readiness of
the national political elite to changes that correspond to the times and needs of the
country (including reformation of the legal system, ensuring the independence of
the courts and the implementation of effective anti-corruption legislation). The first
steps of political modernization in the former Soviet republics (Estonia, Latvia,
Lithuania, Ukraine, Russia, and Georgia) were characterized by a revision of
foreign policy strategies on new ideological, socio-political principles and
reorientations, taking into account their historical experience and national identity,
and the search for the most effective path of transition from a planned to a market
economy. The dissertation proposes a regime-conflict model for analyzing military
conflicts in the post-Soviet space, conceptualizing them as the result of the
interaction of interrelated political and institutional variables that form an
integrated regime-conflict configuration of the state, explaining the mechanism of
conflict maturation through a system of six analytical components, and providing a

methodological basis for their comparative and empirical analysis.



The article examines the constitutional dynamics in post-Soviet states, the
nature of economic and ideological shifts, and the change in foreign policy vectors.
The practical immutability of the neopatrimonial nature of both the Soviet and
post-Soviet periods of the now independent countries of the former USSR is
emphasized. A feature of the political regimes of post-Soviet countries is their
hybridity. Author's tables have been formed that demonstrate the evolution of
constitutions, economies, ideology, and political regimes in post-Soviet countries,
as well as the international influence on the political regimes of post-Soviet
countries according to the following parameters: influence on conflict resolution,
protection of human rights, and main international partners.

Theoretical analysis of armed conflicts in the post-Soviet context is based on
considering the conflict not only as a struggle for resources or power, but also
through the prism of a fundamental structural contradiction that permeates all
aspects of the social system.

The second section, «Armed conflicts in the post-Soviet space: prerequisites,
prospects for settlementy, is devoted to examining the causes of armed conflicts in
the post-Soviet space, military-political conflicts in the territories of the former
Soviet republics (1989-2025), and the role of world powers, international
organizations, and the media in the settlement of armed conflicts. The relevance of
raising the issue of armed conflicts in the post-Soviet space i1s due to its importance
not only for Ukraine, but also for international security in Europe, and even
throughout the world, since the course of this conflict, which escalated into a full-
scale war between Russia and Ukraine, is important for the international
community in the context of lessons along the line of contradiction — conflicts —
war and in the context of the role of international organizations (UN, OSCE,
NATO, etc.) in preventing conflicts from escalating into military confrontations
and providing the necessary assistance in its completion and the restoration of the
peaceful democratization process — a separate section of the work is devoted to this
issue. The section proposes a two-axis taxonomy of armed conflicts based on the

combination of conflict intensity and the level of international involvement, which



enables the typologization of conflicts in the post-Soviet space within a unified
analytical framework.

It is emphasized that after the collapse of the USSR, the incompleteness of
state-building processes, unsettled territorial issues, economic instability and
geopolitical rivalry created the prerequisites for the aggravation of existing
contradictions, which led to violence in various regions of this space. A number of
factors played a significant role in the emergence of these conflicts, among which
the geopolitical interests of world powers and neighboring states of the former
USSR among themselves, regional contradictions and internal socio-economic
problems played a key role. Geopolitical factors are one of the determining factors
of the conflict-proneness of the post-Soviet space.

The Russian Federation could not accept the loss of its dominant role in the
region and applied a strategy of hybrid intervention, assistance to separatist
movements (in Transnistria, Abkhazia, South Ossetia, Donetsk and Luhansk
regions of Ukraine) and, ultimately, military force to maintain influence. Attention
was focused on the following conflicts: Nagorno-Karabakh, Transnistria,
Georgian-Abkhaz and Georgian-Ossetian, Russian-Ukrainian conflict, civil war in
Tajikistan. Ultimately, the imbalance of the international system that developed
after the end of World War II had a negative impact on the domestic political
processes not only of Ukraine and Russia, but also of European countries and, in
general, on the entire system of international security.

The analysis of armed conflicts in the post-Soviet space allowed us to
conclude that they are multifactorial in nature, caused by the interaction of
geopolitical, regional, economic, and informational factors.

The third section, «The Current State of Ukraine in the Post-Soviet Space»,
is devoted to the emergence and development of Ukraine as an independent state in
the post-Soviet space, the dynamics of Ukrainian-Russian relations in the post-
Soviet period, and directly to the origins and prerequisites of the full-scale invasion

of Ukraine by the Russian Federation.



It is noted that the rapid recognition of Ukraine's independence by the
international community and the establishment of diplomatic relations with it
indicated that, firstly, Ukraine was perceived as a guarantee of stability in the
region and confirmation of its further development through democratization, and
secondly, the creation of the CIS was considered by European countries as an
acceptable option for a political divorce from Russia and the end of its ideological
influence.

Ukraine's refusal under external pressure from its nuclear arsenal and the
conclusion of the Budapest Memorandum confirmed the paradigm of «incomplete
guaranteesy, that is, international assurances were not accompanied by a real
mechanism for coercing the aggressor, a structural «vulnerability to deterrence»
was formed, when the potential aggressor understood that the price of violating
obligations could be political, but not security-punitive. The author's position is
expressed that Ukraine did not take the chance to formulate its own position
regarding the preservation or abandonment of nuclear weapons. The factor
inhibiting the positive dynamics of Ukraine's development in the early 1990s was
pointed out as the too slow implementation of internal transformations in the
economic sector, which resulted in an excessively high level of inflation.

The dynamics of Ukrainian-American relations are separately considered,
the beginning of which was characterized by a certain uncertainty in the attitude of
the US administration towards Ukraine as an independent player in the
international arena. Over time, this position became clearer due to the activities of
the Ukrainian Congressional Committee of America and the strengthening of anti-
democratic tendencies in Russia. Ultimately, in 1994, the leaders of the USA,
Great Britain and Russia signed the Budapest Memorandum, which recorded the
obligation to recognize the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine.
However, the Memorandum did not receive the status of an international legal
document. Since 1994, the US administration has been actively involved in
involving Ukraine in the world community. At the same time, various types of

assistance were provided to Ukraine, aimed at strengthening it as a neutralizer of



Russia's influence in Europe. A number of important interstate documents were
signed separately, in particular, the Charters (1994, 2008, 2021) with the USA on
strategic partnership, etc. Ukraine is demonstrating its desire to integrate into the
EU and NATO.

The process of establishing relations between Ukraine and other Western
European states (Poland, France, Italy, Germany, the Vatican, Great Britain, the
countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region) is characterized. It is emphasized that in
the process of expanding diplomatic, economic and other partnership relations,
Ukraine was determined by the reliability of partners and asserted its state
sovereignty.

The conclusion is made that Ukraine is still in the process of winning the
indisputable right to exclusively independently resolve internal issues and act in
the international arena. And this does not contradict the need in its domestic and
foreign policy to focus on establishing such mutually beneficial economic,
political, and cultural ties with all countries, in accordance with the national
interests of Ukraine.

The political transformation of Ukraine began with the transition from the
totalitarian Soviet system to a new model of public administration, which was
accompanied by a change in the formation of a democratic pluralistic political
system, the formation of political institutions on democratic principles, which is
enshrined in Article 1 of the Constitution of Ukraine of 1996 on Ukraine as a
sovereign and independent, democratic, social state based on the rule of law.

It is noted that the political transformation after December 1, 1991 was
accompanied by the creation of its own economic model, financial system,
associated with the transition to market rails. In the context of territorial
transformation, young independent Ukraine was faced with the need to transform
the former administrative borders between the union republics into legally
formalized interstate borders. International recognition of Ukraine within its
existing territorial borders and the gradual formalization of borders with

neighboring states in bilateral agreements contributed to ensuring its territorial



legitimacy and confirmed its sovereignty, within which the development of
parliamentarism, the construction of a new judicial and law enforcement system,
the codification of Ukrainian national legislation, the formation of a national value
and spiritual and religious system took place.

The key directions of foreign policy were built along the following vectors:
eastern — CIS countries, Russia, western — Europe, the USA, southeastern —
Turkey, countries of the East. The strategic principles of Ukrainian-Russian
relations were reflected in the Declaration on State Sovereignty of Ukraine in
1990.

The formation of the modern system of Ukrainian-Russian relations was
influenced by historical, state-political, cultural, spiritual-religious, economic and
geopolitical factors. All this together determined the nature of the uneven
dynamics of Ukrainian-Russian relations in 1991-2025 under the slogans of
ensuring sovereignty, establishing an independent foreign policy from categorical
to «Get out of Moscow» to the Treaty of Friendship, Cooperation and Partnership
of 1997. Since 2014, after the annexation of Crimea and the beginning of the war,
this partnership has been destroyed, which ultimately led to military confrontation.
The reasons for the negative dynamics are considered in several dimensions:
imperial-historical causal; civilizational causal; state-political, geopolitical causal,
military-strategic causal, value-oriented and worldview.

Several stages of development of Ukrainian-Russian foreign policy relations
are distinguished: 1991-1997 (formation of contractual relations), 1997-2004
(institutionalization of partnership), 2005-2009 («cooling off» and aggravation of
conflicts, increased economic pressure from Russia), 2010-2013 (coming to power
of V. Yanukovych, revival of cooperation, rhetoric about «strategic partnershipy,
signing of the Kharkiv agreements), 2010-2014 (increasing dependence on Russia
and degradation of Ukraine’s security and sovereign positions), 2014-2021
(Revolution of Dignity and destruction of the then existing model of Ukrainian-
Russian relations, annexation of Crimea, Russia’s «hybrid aggression» against

Ukraine), 2022 — present (large-scale invasion of Russian armed forces into



Ukraine, open interstate war) years. A common characteristic of Ukrainian-Russian
relations throughout the entire period was the incompatibility of the strategic goals
of Ukraine (focus on sovereign European development) and Russia (maintain full
control over the post-Soviet space, prevent Ukraine from joining NATO).

The section devoted to the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation into
Ukraine from the standpoint of conflict theories examines the socio-economic,
geopolitical, and ideological preconditions of the Russian-Ukrainian war (military,
intra-Ukrainian, structural crisis of the world order, and others). The negative and
positive aspects of conflicts in social systems are noted. The socio-historical and
political circumstances of the formation of the preconditions for the armed
Russian-Ukrainian conflict are considered. The factors of socio-economic and
political destabilization of the country that had a negative impact on the national
identity of the Ukrainian population are identified. The main factor inhibiting the
strengthening of democratic principles remains the neopatrimonial nature of the
political regime.

Characterizing the Russian-Ukrainian war as hybrid, the need to expand the
concept of hybrid war by including a civilizational component is expressed, in
solidarity with the opinion of scientists who singled it out as an anti-Western
civilizational discourse of the Russian model of development.

The dissertation proposes an original process-based model of the evolution
of liminal conflict, which reflects the mocimenoBarensHbIll transformation of
conflict from latent confrontation to open warfare and post-liminal transformation.
The model is structured around the stages of the liminal phase, partial military
escalation, and open war, while also incorporating post-conflict changes. The
concept of a «liminality rupture» is introduced as a mechanism of transition
between different states of conflict, enabling the interpretation of escalation as a
3aKoHOMIpHUI process of qualitative transformation in the nature of confrontation.

Among the positive aspects that, paradoxically, emerged during the Russian-
Ukrainian war, is the formation of a new civic identity in accordance with

traditionally Ukrainian and European values. It is believed that the agenda during



and after the end of hostilities will include the issue of forming a new social
identity in accordance with the goal of its further development. And this process is
unlikely to occur without conflict.

Characterizing the Russian-Ukrainian war as hybrid, the need to expand the
concept of hybrid war by including a civilizational component is expressed, in
solidarity with the opinion of scientists who singled it out as an anti-Western
civilizational discourse of the Russian model of development.

The post-war agenda of Ukraine is suggested: in addition to establishing
peaceful life, restoring constitutional order, taking into account lessons and
mistakes in domestic and foreign policy, and other pressing issues, it is possible to
resume theoretical discussions on the post-war reorganization of the political
system of the state in the sense of choosing the best mechanism for its functioning
in a democratic political regime.
