ABSTRACT

The research is devoted to the issue of identifying trends in the development of
multicultural education of university students in the Federal Republic of Germany.

The dissertation reveals the genesis of multicultural education in Germany.
Three stages of the development of multicultural education in Germany are
distinguished: Stage | — 1871-1945; Stage Il — 1945-1990; Stage Il — 1990 to the
present, with a characterization of each stage provided.

In the course of scientific inquiry, the degree of theoretical development of the
problem of multicultural education of university students in the FRG was determined.
Based on the analysis and comparison of scholarly works by Ukrainian and German
scientists, the key theoretical principles on the given issue were generalized and
systematized. The main approaches to defining the essence of multicultural education
presented in Ukrainian and German scientific literature were identified. It was found
that there is no conceptual contradiction in the definitions of multicultural education in
Ukrainian and German academic discourse, which opens perspectives for the
adaptation and creative interpretation of foreign experience in the context of the
Ukrainian educational space. It is noted that despite the lack of a unified approach, the
leading idea of multicultural education is the consideration of each individual's cultural
identity and the formation of a tolerant attitude towards representatives of other
cultures.

In the dissertation, multicultural education is considered as a process of forming

students' understanding of the diversity of cultural dimension models, knowledge,
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skills, competencies, and personal qualities necessary for productive interaction with
representatives of different cultures, a positive value-based attitude towards cultural
differences, and readiness for cultural enrichment.

It was determined that the implementation of multicultural education of students
at German universities ensures the achievement of the following main objectives:
raising learners’ awareness of their own ethnocentrism; formation in students of an
unbiased attitude toward unknown facts, customs, and behavior models in a
multicultural world; development in each participant of the educational process of
multicultural tolerance; encouragement of students to accept their own ethnic identity,
manifested in respectful and polite attitudes toward the cultural characteristics of their
native people; formation in future professionals of readiness to combat various forms
of racism; development in each individual of the ability to recognize specific cultural
characteristics, interests, and aspirations of different ethnic groups on the one hand,
and general cultural properties of representatives of different ethnic groups on the
other; encouragement of future professionals to demonstrate multicultural solidarity
and willingness to cooperate with different ethnic groups in the context of completing
educational tasks; ensuring that students acquire practical skills of effective and
reasonable conflict management, which is a guarantee of successful interaction with
representatives of different cultures; actualizing the recognition by students of the
possibility of mutual cultural enrichment during interaction with different ethnic and
cultural groups; formation in students of a sense of "we-identity."

The study identified the main regularities (simultaneous targeted and
spontaneous influence on the multicultural development of the individual; preliminary
modeling of the multicultural education process to holistically conceptualize the
research object; determination of the content of multicultural education by the actual
needs of society; the conditionality of personal qualities by motives, needs, and abilities
of the individual), principles (humanism, dialogue of cultures, multiculturalism,
priority of mastering ethical values by students; readiness for social cohabitation with

representatives of different social strata, religions, ethnicities, races; cooperation
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capability; absence of contradictions between teaching and upbringing systems for
representatives of the dominant nation and minorities residing in the country;
understanding the existence of multiple cultures in one society and the necessity of
their close interrelations; cultivating tolerance among students toward cultural
differences; constructive interaction with representatives of other cultures), and
functions (philosophical and cultural, ethical and humanistic, humanitarian and
cognitive, reflective and educational, personal and developmental) of multicultural
education for students.

A list of competencies that students must acquire as a result of multicultural
education was defined (perception of diverse life plans and biographies as a social and
educational norm; respectful attitude toward various lifestyles; understanding and
analyzing social, cultural, linguistic, and other similarities and differences and
recognizing their significance, etc.). Interpretations of key research concepts such as
culture, value, cultural identity, and cultural pedagogy were provided.

The study also identified the characteristic features of effective multicultural
education for students in higher education institutions: encouraging participants in the
educational process to value the unique cultural background, identity, and accumulated
experience of multicultural communication of each individual; showing respect for
cultural diversity; implementation of an inclusive curriculum that involves the study of
materials on cultural diversity, coexistence of different languages, religions, traditions,
customs, values, beliefs, and lifestyles in a globalized society; equality-oriented
education providing access to quality education regardless of origin or cultural
background; development of students’ intercultural competence through pedagogical
support for appropriate understanding and evaluation of various cultures, treating each
as a valuable social asset; creation of an inclusive university environment where all
students feel comfortable and psychologically protected regardless of their cultural
background or national identity, with the opportunity to learn from others and show
mutual respect for cultural differences; expansion of educational opportunities through

enabling students to explore their own cultures, manage multicultural projects;
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community engagement in multicultural education beyond classroom learning, through
socially useful activities involving interaction with representatives of various cultures.
The dissertation outlines the main approaches to the implementation of
multicultural education for students of German universities: migration approach,
multicultural approach, approach based on cultural differences, bicultural approach,
anthropological approach, and blind-color approach.

It was established that the higher education system of the Federal Republic of
Germany is characterized by diversity, complexity, and a high level of attractiveness
both for citizens of the country and for international students. The leading trends in its
development include a focus on diversified educational trajectories, globalization,
democratization, humanization, openness, institutional support for diversity and
internationalization, strategic expansion of international cooperation, and the activation
of student and faculty mobility. The key trends in the development of formal
multicultural education in the FRG were also identified (improvement of mainly
master's programs for training specialists in multicultural education; implementation
of dual educational programs with partner universities in other countries; inclusion of
educational components for learning about the phenomenon of multiculturalism in
modern society), along with the trends of non-formal multicultural education
(integration through education, support for diversity, encouragement of student
initiatives in multicultural events, active development of online multicultural courses;
drawing students' attention to global contemporary challenges).

During the study, the experience of implementing multicultural education for
students of German universities was generalized. In particular, in many German
universities, this education is often implemented at the master’s level. German
universities actively introduce bi- and multinational programs, which offer unique
opportunities for internationalization and for students to gain both professional
knowledge and intercultural competence. Within the framework of various educational

programs, students also study specific courses focused on multicultural topics.
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In addition, many German universities have established special educational units
that contribute significantly to multicultural education. Students in the FRG are also
actively involved in non-formal multicultural education through participation in
competitions, federal programs, thematic projects on multiculturalism. Elements of
multicultural education are introduced in UNESCO-associated school projects.
Conferences and specialized training on current multicultural topics, anti-
discrimination, and human rights in democratic societies are regularly organized for
youth. The multicultural education of students at German HEIs is also supported by the
activities of the IKUD Seminare organization. Foreign students are introduced to
German culture and traditions through special seminars in intercultural
communication, language courses, and other events.

The dissertation outlines promising directions for the creative application of
pedagogically significant theoretical and practical achievements of German educators
regarding multicultural education in domestic higher education institutions. These
include: the creation of multicultural education programs and specific courses modeled
on the German system at bachelor's and master's levels; expanding the development
and implementation of educational programs for professional training in the field of
multicultural education; increasing the number of elective disciplines aimed at
developing multicultural competence; intensifying cooperation with international
partner universities for the creation of dual programs and enhancement of academic
exchange of students and faculty; organizing thematic lectures, seminars, and
workshops at leading HElIs, introducing students to DAAD activities to promote
academic mobility programs; involving students in various forms of non-formal
multicultural education.

The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the fact that, for the first
time:

- the degree of theoretical development of the problem of multicultural
education of university students in the Federal Republic of Germany was determined;

based on the comparison of views of domestic and German scholars, theoretical
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provisions regarding its essence, structure, and content were generalized and
systematized; requirements and features of its implementation in German
universities were specified,;

- the origins and stages of the formation of multicultural education in
Germany were identified (Stage | — 1871-1945; Stage Il — 1945-1990; Stage |11
— 1990 to the present);

- the experience of multicultural education of students in German
universities was generalized,;

- based on a comparative analysis, promising directions for the creative
application of pedagogically significant theoretical and practical findings of
German scholars in Ukrainian higher education institutions were identified.

Scientific ideas on effective methods and forms of implementing
multicultural education in modern universities and means of improving the
quality of this process have been further developed.

A significant number (58) of unknown and little-known sources related to
the implementation of multicultural education in German universities were
introduced into scientific circulation.

The practical significance of the research lies in the fact that the
generalized theoretical ideas on the development trends of multicultural
education of university students in the Federal Republic of Germany and the
systematized experience of its implementation, as well as the theoretical
provisions and conclusions formulated in the dissertation, can be useful for
improving this process in Ukrainian higher education institutions.

The content of the dissertation contributes to the formation of a holistic
understanding of the approaches to the development of multicultural education
for students in the Federal Republic of Germany.
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
