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ABSTRACT
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The presented dissertation is a completed scientific research work that
addresses a pressing scientific problem related to improving the management
system in the field of municipal property utilization.

The necessity of researching the improvement of the management system
in the field of municipal property utilization is driven by the practical need to
build financially capable territorial communities, change approaches to municipal
property management based on European experience, integrate into the European
Union, continue the decentralization reform, and operate under global challenges.
As Ukraine integrates into the European community, the approaches to managing
municipal property are also transforming. The digital transformation in public
administration has coincided with the decentralization reform results, military
actions on the territory of our state, and the European integration process,
requiring local self-government bodies to take swift and effective actions to
develop their territories through resource management. The combination of these
processes has created new conditions for the functioning, response to challenges,
and development of local self-government in Ukraine.

Simultaneously, in 2020, territorial communities entered a new phase of
their activities, as they received new boundaries, powers, and sources of local
budget revenues. Newly established amalgamated territorial communities faced

significant and urgent tasks, including identifying new pathways and mechanisms



for development, enhancing staff training and development processes, and
improving the management system of municipal property. Municipal property
management is a key mechanism for ensuring the successful social and economic
development of communities. The relevance of this topic, in the context of war
and European integration, is driven by the need to align Ukraine’s regional policy
with EU requirements and criteria, further develop the decentralization reform,
and support recovery and development processes.

Currently, for local self-government bodies, an important task is to direct
actions toward forming strategic approaches to municipal property management,
which should be reflected in territorial community development strategies, local
programs aimed at increasing the efficiency of resource management, and the
development of community projects based on strategic planning. A crucial aspect
of this process is studying and adapting European experience, as well as fostering
intermunicipal cooperation between Ukrainian and European territorial
communities. However, at this stage, there is a need for an in-depth study of the
effectiveness of municipal property management under the influence of military
actions, decentralization reform, and European integration processes at the
territorial community level, along with adopting best practices in municipal
property management.

For the first time in this dissertation, based on a comprehensive and
detailed analysis of the municipal property management process amid global
political challenges, Ukraine’s accession to the European Union, and the
development of digital technologies, new approaches to managing municipal
property have been identified. These approaches include increasing the quantity
and quality of intermunicipal partnerships and bilateral cooperation for joint
development and project implementation, strengthening collaboration with civil
society organizations by involving them in the development of community
projects, establishing long-term partnerships with European counterparts,

conducting detailed risk analyses, and determining strategies for mitigating



potential risks. Additionally, mandatory use of electronic registries, automated
accounting systems, and municipal property management systems is proposed.

The scientific novelty of the dissertation lies in the definition of the
theoretical and legal foundations of management in the field of municipal
property utilization, as well as an analysis of international experience and
approaches to municipal property management. For the first time, the impact of
global challenges on municipal property management processes has been
analyzed, and the influence of digital transformation on improving municipal
property management efficiency has been characterized. Scientific and practical
approaches to enhancing efficiency in municipal property utilization at the
community level have been identified. A detailed statistical and analytical
examination of municipal property utilization has been conducted, and future
prospects for reforming the management system in this field have been outlined
based on past and current legislative initiatives and modern national-level
processes.

Key tasks and directions for local self-government development in
improving municipal property management efficiency have been determined.
This includes the use of strategic planning approaches, conducting a thorough
analysis of existing resources, land inventory, adopting a project-oriented
approach to governance and territorial development, fostering intermunicipal
cooperation, and improving personnel training and education.

Practical initiatives in implementing digital solutions and their impact on
increasing the efficiency of municipal property management, along with the
advantages and disadvantages of such initiatives, have been explored. Based on
a detailed analysis of the current state of municipal property utilization
management, the prospects and pathways for reforming this sector in Ukraine
have been identified.

Practical recommendations for local self-government bodies have been

developed regarding strategic approaches to drafting development strategies,



programs, and projects for territorial communities in Ukraine, taking into account
contemporary challenges and community needs in the short- and medium-term.
Based on studied materials, practical experience, and modern trends, three
possible scenarios for the development of municipal property management over
the next three to five years have been outlined.

Scientific and practical approaches to improving municipal property
utilization management efficiency have been refined based on a detailed analysis
and consideration of the prospects for local self-government development in
Ukraine, scenarios for further decentralization reform implementation, forecasts
regarding the end of hostilities, and Ukraine’s integration into the European
Union.
