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The dissertation is devoted to a socio-geographical study of the economic
potential of a region, focusing on the peculiarities of its formation, functioning,
spatial organization, and transformation under contemporary socio-economic
challenges. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the economic potential of
Kharkiv Region as one of the key regions of Ukraine, which has been significantly
affected by the full-scale war while retaining its strategic importance for national
economic development and post-war recovery.



The relevance of the study is determined by the need to reconsider the role of
regional economic potential under wartime conditions, increasing regional
disparities, structural transformations of the economy, and the formation of a new
model of Ukraine’s spatial development. Contemporary challenges highlight the
necessity of studying economic potential not only as a set of resources but also as a
complex territorially organized system that determines the resilience,
competitiveness, adaptability, and recovery capacity of a region. In this context, the
socio-geographical approach is of particular importance, as it enables the analysis of
economic potential through the interaction of natural-resource, demographic,
industrial, infrastructural, institutional, and social components within geographic
space.

The aim of the dissertation is to identify the structural-dynamic and spatio-
temporal features of regional economic potential based on the theoretical and
methodological foundations of human geography.

The theoretical and methodological framework of the study is based on the
concepts of human geography, regional studies, spatial development, regional
development theory, sustainable development, economic resilience, spatial justice,
and participatory governance. The research employs a combination of general
scientific, specific scientific, and specialized methods, including analysis and
synthesis, systematization, formalization, retrospective analysis, statistical methods,
cluster analysis, comparative-geographical and cartographic methods, SWOT
analysis, and case study. This methodological approach made it possible to integrate
theoretical, regional, and local levels of analysis of economic potential.

The information base of the study includes official statistical materials,
legislative and regulatory documents, analytical reports of national and regional
authorities, reports of territorial communities, open state registers, data from the State
Tax Service of Ukraine, the Financial Capacity of Communities portal, the
Dashboard of Local Budget Financial Resources, the Interactive Tax Map of
Ukraine, and strategic territorial development documents. A distinctive feature of the
research is the use of alternative data sources for assessing economic potential under
conditions of limited access to official statistics during martial law.

The dissertation systematizes and generalizes the conceptual and terminological
framework for the study of regional economic potential. The place of economic
potential within the structure of the integrated territorial potential is determined, and
its role as a system-forming factor of regional development is substantiated. A
structural-component scheme of the territory's economic potential, a conceptual
model of its implementation, structural-logical schemes of cause-and-effect
relationships, and an integrated socio-geographical model of the region's economic
potential implementation have been developed, which allow for a comprehensive



assessment of the prerequisites, mechanisms, and outcomes of territorial
development.

A methodology for the socio-geographical study of regional economic potential
Is proposed, combining theoretical-methodological,  conceptual-analytical,
information-statistical, spatial-analytical, and applied research blocks. The
expediency of using tax revenues as an indicator for assessing the economic potential
of regions and territorial communities under wartime conditions is substantiated.

The socio-geographical prerequisites for the formation of the economic
potential of Kharkiv Region are examined. It is established that before the full-scale
invasion, the region belonged to the group of leading industrial and innovation
regions of Ukraine. Its key competitive advantages included a favorable economic-
geographical location, a high level of urbanization, a powerful industrial complex,
significant human capital, a strong scientific and educational base, and a developed
IT sector.

The study reveals that the full-scale war has caused substantial transformations
in the economic potential of Ukrainian regions through business relocation, changes
in the territorial organization of economic activity, structural restructuring of the
economy, and the emergence of new growth centers. Despite significant losses of
production and human capital, Kharkiv Region has maintained its leading position
within Ukraine’s economic space, ranking second in state budget revenues and third
in local budget revenues.

The peculiarities of the transformation of the economic potential of Kharkiv
Region under wartime conditions are analyzed. The results indicate an increasing
role of manufacturing, trade, information and telecommunications, and professional,
scientific, and technical activities. These changes reflect a gradual transition from a
wartime economy to a recovery-oriented model focused on high value-added
production, innovation, and human capital development.

Special attention is devoted to the analysis of intra-regional differences in the
economic potential of Kharkiv Region. The assessment of the financial capacity of
territorial communities revealed an increasing spatial differentiation of development
under wartime conditions and the emergence of contrasting groups of communities:
financially resilient communities with a strong economic base and communities that
suffered the most significant losses as a result of hostilities. Based on an integral
assessment of socio-economic indicators and cluster analysis, the territorial
communities of Kharkiv Region were grouped according to the characteristics of the
use and realization of their economic potential, and the spatial patterns of this process
were identified.

The study demonstrates that participatory governance is an important factor in
the development of territorial communities under conditions of war and
decentralization, contributing to the mobilization of local resources, strengthening



institutional capacity, and increasing public involvement in decision-making
processes.

Using Krasnokutska Territorial Community as a case study, a comprehensive
socio-geographical analysis of the formation and implementation of economic
potential at the local level was conducted. The community is characterized by a high
level of financial capacity, significant natural-resource potential, a developed agro-
industrial sector, and strong adaptability to wartime challenges. Promising directions
for further development include economic diversification, agro-processing, support
for entrepreneurship, utilization of recreational resources, and strengthening
participatory governance mechanisms.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the improvement of the socio-
geographical approach to the study of regional economic potential through its
interpretation as a territorially organized system of interconnected resources,
conditions, factors, and development opportunities. For the first time, territorial
communities of Kharkiv Region were classified according to the peculiarities of
economic potential utilization based on an integrated assessment of socio-economic
indicators and cluster analysis. A comprehensive socio-geographical study of
Krasnokutska Territorial Community was conducted, and directions for improving
local development policy were substantiated. The structural-functional model of
regional economic potential and methodological foundations for its socio-
geographical study under contemporary conditions were further improved.
Theoretical provisions concerning the role of economic potential as a basis for
regional development and approaches to analyzing the transformation of regional
economic potential under wartime conditions were further developed.

The practical significance of the research results lies in their applicability for
state authorities, local self-government bodies, scientific institutions, and public
organizations in assessing territorial economic potential, developing regional
development strategies, planning post-war recovery measures, and strengthening the
economic resilience of territorial communities. The results have been implemented in
the activities of local governments, scientific and public organizations, as well as in
the educational process of V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National University.

The main findings and provisions of the dissertation were presented at
international and national scientific conferences. Based on the results of the research,
18 scientific publications were published, including 6 articles in Category B
professional journals of Ukraine.
