The dissertation has solved the scientific task of scientifically and theoretically
substantiating of the mechanisms for the formation and implementation of public
policy for the prevention of child and adolescent delinquency and developing practical
recommendations for their improvement.

The work has identified the essential characteristics and content of the system of

mechanisms for the formation and implementation of public policy for the prevention



of child and adolescent delinquency in Ukraine; it has separated two groups of
mechanisms: general (organizational — legal, financial and information —
communication), which are basic for public policy and create conditions for its
stability, financial viability and legitimacy, and special, for the classification of which
a combined approach is proposed, connecting the criteria of the prevention level
(primary, secondary, tertiary) and the functional direction (coordination, educational,
social support, law enforcement, resocialization).

In the structure of mechanisms for the formation and implementation of public
policy for the prevention of child and adolescent crime, key components have been
identified: institutional, regulatory, methodological, procedural, instrumental and
resource; the principles of these mechanisms functioning have been determined, among
which the rule of law, justice and non-discrimination, accountability and responsibility,
adaptability and efficiency are highlighted.

The classification of public policy models for juvenile prevention has been
improved, which, unlike others, is based on the following criteria: the role of social
protection or law enforcement agencies, the degree of community involvement, the
level of centralization, as well as the prevailing approach such as restorative or
retributive. Three conceptual models have been given off: social-rehabilitation,
criminal-justice, restorative-communitarian and three mixed models: balanced,
neoliberal managed and transitional model. The proposed typology gives an
opportunity to comparatively analyze international practices, to determine the
management priorities of public policy, and to optimize the mechanisms of its
formation and implementation in the national context.

The role of civil society organizations was justified as a factor in increasing the
effectiveness of public policy for the prevention of child and adolescent delinquency
has been substantiated; the information-analytical, norm-setting, educational,
integration, social-supportive, preventive, rehabilitation, intermediary, monitoring and
innovative functions of various types of civil society organizations, public, charitable,
sports, religious and other organizations have been determined. The proposed approach
deepens the theoretical understanding of the contribution of CSO’s, creates a

methodological basis for their institutional support and integration into state and local



juvenile prevention strategies.

The concepts of «public policy for the prevention of child and adolescent
delinquency» and «mechanisms for the formation and implementation of public policy
for the prevention of child and adolescent crime delinquency» were clarified.

Global trends and foreign experience in the prevention of child crimes were
summarized, which allowed us to clarify the possibility of adapting the best practices
in Ukraine, taking into account national specifics and institutional features.

Theoretical — methodological approaches were proposed regarding the areas of
organizational, legal, financial, informational, communication and preventive
mechanisms improvement for the formation and implementation of public policy for
the prevention of child and adolescent delinquency in terms of their key components:
institutional, regulatory, methodological, procedural, instrumental and resource.

The role of ICT in the structure of mechanisms for the formation and
implementation of public policy for the prevention of child and adolescent crime has
been determined. Proposals have been developed for the implementation of modern
digital technologies, in particular: data analysis tools for early detection of delinquent
behavior risks; mobile applications for legal and psychological support of children and
their parents; communication platforms for effective interaction of prevention subjects.
