ABSTRACT

The dissertation research is devoted to a comprehensive study of
manipulative narratives in Telegram channels covering the Crimean issue. The
work covers the period 2014-2025 as general chronological boundaries of the
problem, while the empirical corpus of the study comprises more than 1,000
publications from 20 Telegram channels of pro-Ukrainian and pro-Russian
orientation for 2019-2025.

The relevance of the study is determined by the unprecedented information
confrontation in the Ukrainian media space following the annexation of Crimea
by the Russian Federation in 2014 and its radical intensification after the full-
scale invasion in 2022. Telegram has become a key platform for news
dissemination and public opinion formation in Ukraine: according to Internews
Network, in 2024, 73% of Ukrainians used this messenger as their main source
of news. At the same time, the functioning of Telegram channels outside
traditional mechanisms of editorial control and moderation creates favorable
conditions for the spread of manipulative content, which necessitates a systematic
scientific analysis of the mechanisms of narrative formation and transformation
in the digital environment.

The aim of the work is to identify and analyze the evolution of narratives
in Telegram channels covering the Crimean issue during the period 2014-2025,
to determine key strategies of manipulative influence and their transformation

under the impact of socio-political factors.



The object of the study is the media discourse of Telegram channels
devoted to the coverage of the Crimean issue. The subject is manipulative
narratives and strategies of their construction in pro-Ukrainian and pro-Russian
Telegram channels in the context of information confrontation.

The research methods include a complex of general scientific methods
(analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, comparison, generalization) and
special methods: quantitative and qualitative content analysis, critical discourse
analysis based on the methodology of T. van Dijk, lexical-semantic analysis,
narrative analysis, and comparative analysis. The study is based on a comparison
of two periods: pre-war (2019-2021) and wartime (2022-2025).

The first chapter systematizes theoretical approaches to the study of the
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concepts “Crimean question,” “narrative,” and “manipulation” in the context of
media studies; examines the specifics of Telegram as a media platform; and
substantiates the theoretical framework of the study based on the narrative
paradigm theory of W. Fisher, framing theory of R. Entman, and critical discourse
analysis of T. van Dijk.

The second chapter develops methodological tools for analyzing
manipulative narratives in Telegram channels, including criteria for identifying
pro-Ukrainian and pro-Russian channels based on lexical-semantic markers,
substantiates the periodization of the study, and describes the procedure for
forming the empirical base.

The third chapter examines the evolution of narratives in Ukrainian
Telegram channels about Crimea from local issues in the pre-war period to
militarized discourse after the full-scale invasion. A comparative analysis of
thematic priorities, lexical characteristics, and tone across the two periods is
conducted, and a case study of coverage of strikes on the Crimean Bridge as a
key element of the de-occupation narrative is carried out.

The fourth chapter identifies and classifies manipulative strategies of pro-

Russian  Telegram channels (historical legitimization, “referendum”



legitimization, “rescue” strategy, “development and prosperity” narrative, war
normalization, crisis communication, discrediting opponents, and denunciation)
and pro-Ukrainian channels (legal delegitimization, documentation of repression,
wartime heroization, crowdsourcing from the public, de-anonymization), and
analyzes the transformation of these strategies after the beginning of the full-scale
invasion.

The fifth chapter analyzes ethical dilemmas of journalistic responsibility in
covering the Crimean topic in conditions of armed conflict, distinguishes between
manipulation as the essence of pro-Russian discourse and manipulation as a tool
in pro-Ukrainian discourse, examines dilemmas of source security, verification,
language, and coordination with military structures, and formulates
recommendations for self-regulation and strengthening societal information
resilience.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the fact that, for the
first time, a comprehensive analysis of the evolution of narratives in Telegram
channels covering the Crimean issue for the period 2014-2025 has been carried
out; criteria for identifying pro-Ukrainian and pro-Russian Telegram channels
based on lexical-semantic markers have been developed; mechanisms of narrative
transformation from local issues to militarized discourse under the influence of
escalation of armed conflict have been identified. The methodology of critical
discourse analysis has been improved with regard to messenger platforms as a
specific type of media, the classification of manipulative strategies in the context
of information confrontation, and approaches to analyzing ethical dilemmas of
journalistic activity in wartime conditions.

The practical significance of the obtained results is determined by the
possibility of their use in the activities of state bodies to optimize information
policy regarding temporarily occupied territories, in the work of media editorial

offices to improve standards of coverage of the Crimean issue, in media education



to develop critical thinking of audiences, and in international media diplomacy to
counter Russian propaganda.
