The dissertation research is devoted to the scientific-theoretical substantiation
and practical analysis of the implementation of the project-oriented approach in
Ukraine’s public administration system as a factor in ensuring sustainable regional
development. The study reveals the specifics of implementing this approach as a tool
for enhancing the effectiveness of public administration, adapting to dynamic socio-
economic changes, and addressing complex societal challenges, particularly those
related to regional development, reducing disparities, and ensuring the resilience of
territorial communities. Special attention is given to the transformational processes in
public administration driven by modern challenges, including the need for rapid crisis
response, the reform of state institutions, integration into the European governance

space, and the implementation of sustainable regional strategies.

The dissertation highlights the evolution and theoretical foundations of project-
oriented management, its role in contemporary models of public governance, and key
methodological approaches to assessing its effectiveness in the context of regional
development. The study examines the interconnection of this approach with the
concepts of New Public Management and New Public Governance, as well as with
modern strategic planning, digitalization, and change management tools aimed at

strengthening the capacity of regional authorities for effective project management.

Particular emphasis is placed on analyzing the practical implementation of
project management in Ukrainian public authorities and local self-government,
focusing on its impact on regional development. The study explores mechanisms that

ensure the institutional capacity for implementing the project-oriented approach,



including regulatory and legal support, human resources, the availability of
management tools, and financial resources. Domestic and international practices of
project management in the public sector are analyzed, identifying key barriers and
success factors, with an emphasis on projects aimed at balanced regional development,

increasing territorial competitiveness, and supporting local communities.

A separate section of the dissertation examines prospects for improving the
project management system in the public sector as a tool for sustainable regional
development. Attention is focused on the role of digital technologies in the planning,
implementation, and monitoring of regional projects. Proposals are made for
optimizing the management of international technical assistance and grant programs
aimed at fostering national and municipal initiatives that contribute to regional growth.
Recommendations are developed to strengthen partnerships between government
bodies, businesses, civil society, and international organizations to enhance the
effectiveness of public projects that directly influence regional development and the

sustainable socio-economic dynamics of territories.

The research findings can be utilized in the formulation of public policy, the
development of strategic documents, the improvement of methodological approaches
to project management in the public sector—particularly in the context of regional

development—as well as in educational programs on public administration.
