The dissertation research provides a thorough theoretical and methodological
analysis of the phenomenon of gender inequality as a complex social construct that is
formed and reproduced throughout the historical development of society. It is proven
that gender inequality is not a consequence of biological differences between women
and men, but is the result of long-term socio-cultural, economic and symbolic processes
embedded in the patriarchal system of social organization. Thanks to a comprehensive
analysis of the phenomenon of feminism, its semantic component, gender
inequality/equality, the principles of their political explication are determined and
practical measures are proposed for the implementation of policies in various areas that
are adequate to modern requirements and challenges. The liberal, existential-feminist
and post-structuralist traditions are integrated in the study of gender inequality as a
socially constructed phenomenon.

The paper traces the historical evolution of ideas about gender equality — from
early liberal political thought to modern feminist and critical political and social
theories. It is established that classical liberalism, declaring universal human rights,
actually excluded women from the full scope of civil, political and economic rights,
consolidating their subordinate status in the private sphere. Feminist theory, in
particular the works of Simone de Beauvoir, for the first time systematically
problematized female “otherness” as a fundamental principle of gender dominance,
which structures social relations according to the logic of “one’s own — another’s”.

A special place in the study is occupied by the analysis of Pierre Bourdieu’s
concept of symbolic violence. It is proven that symbolic violence is a key mechanism
for reproducing gender hierarchy, since it functions through habitus, doxa and illusio,
forcing social agents to perceive inequality as natural and inevitable. It is shown that

gender dispositions are incorporated into bodily practices, language, educational



Institutions, the labor market, and family structures, which ensures the stability of male
dominance even under conditions of formal equality of rights.

At the same time, the paper critically analyzes the limitations of Bourdieu's
approach, in particular its tendency towards determinism and insufficient attention to
the agency of social actors. The feasibility of using feminist interpretations, in
particular the concept of stratified habitus, which allows explaining the possibilities of
resistance, reflection, and transformation of gender norms in modern society, is
substantiated. The heuristic potential of Pierre Bourdieu's concept of symbolic violence
for analyzing the mechanisms of naturalization and reproduction of gender dominance
IS substantiated.

The study also analyzes the socio-economic aspects of gender inequality, in
particular the phenomenon of women's double burden that arose in the process of their
inclusion in paid labor without revising the traditional distribution of reproductive
responsibilities. The theoretical understanding of gender inequality is improved by
applying a feminist critique of determinism and using the concept of stratified habitus
to explain the possibilities of agency and social change. Using the example of the
industrial and post-war periods, in particular the USA of the 1950s, it is shown that the
idealization of the role of the housewife, supported by mass culture and the media, led
to mass crises of self-realization, psychological frustration and social isolation of
women,

At the same time, it is proven that the rigid gender division of roles negatively
affects men as well, placing excessive responsibility for the material provision of the
family on them and limiting the possibilities of emotional and social self-realization.
Thus, gender inequality appears as a systemic problem that reproduces mutual
restrictions and inequalities for both sexes. Based on this, the relationship between
institutional, cultural and discursive forms of support for patriarchal norms is revealed.

Special attention was paid to the retrospective of gender inequality, modern trends
in the transmission of images of men and women, sexism in the information field. In
particular, it was shown how the sphere of computer games is able to shape the image
of women. Before that, the issue of artificial intelligence technology was revealed in

the context of its training and consolidation of gender stereotypes through the data on



the basis of which Al is trained. Important attention was paid to state and public
Initiatives to achieve gender equality and overcome gender discrimination.

It was concluded that modern international and national strategies for gender
equality, despite the importance of legislative consolidation of equality, are not capable
of overcoming the deep mechanisms of symbolic and institutional domination by
themselves. The implementation of the principles of gender equality requires a
comprehensive approach that combines political, legal, educational, economic and
cultural transformations, as well as a critical review of social norms and discursive
practices.
