ABSTRACT

In justifying the relevance of the chosen topic of the dissertation research, it
Is noted that in the modern world, the development of regions is one of the most
urgent problems facing modern democratic and right-wing states. Ukraine is no
exception, as today there is an uneven development of different regions of the
country, which is due to both historical and economic factors. The development of
regions requires the presence of effective state management mechanisms that
ensure the sustainable development of regions and resolve issues related to raising
the standard of living of the population, ensuring equal distribution of resources,
creating new jobs, and increasing local budget revenues.

One of the approaches to solving this problem is to study the mechanisms of
state management of the sustainable development of regions. The study of this
topic is an important scientific task, as it will help identify problematic issues, find
effective solutions, and offer recommendations for improving the work of state
bodies in this area. The necessity of researching the mechanisms of state
management foundations for the sustainable development of regions is due to the
need to increase the efficiency of state administration, as well as the practical
needs to solve the problems of regional development. It is in the context of
ensuring the research of mechanisms of state management of the sustainable
development of regions that the key goal is mediated - the development of new
technologies, models and mechanisms of state management that will ensure the

sustainable development of regions, as well as help in solving problems related to



uneven development of regions.

Based on the defined goal, object, subject, research methods, a conceptual
justification, and a complex theoretical-applied analysis of the mechanisms of state
management of sustainable development of regions were carried out in the
dissertation work.

According to the results of the study, it was proved for the first time that the
establishment of the features of the functioning of the region in the conditions of
globalization and modernization of the domestic economy and public
administration made it possible to develop a management model for the sustainable
development of regional socio-economic systems and models of public
administration, which involves the effective use of their economic potential in
directions that provide the greatest socio-economic return as components and
priorities of the global concept of sustainable development. It is argued that the
strategic development of the state, regions and communities is a complex and
multidimensional process and requires a hierarchical system of decision-making
and implementation, however, the implementation of decentralization leads to the
destruction of the hierarchical structure of the strategic process both at the national
level and at the level of individual regions, therefore, it requires institutional
support, which is of particular importance in the management of sustainable
development

In accordance with the issues of the dissertation, the following was
improved: existing knowledge regarding the etymological content of mechanisms
for managing the sustainable development of regions by distinguishing concepts
and approaches from the positions of highlighting the special value of the
relationships of their state-management activities; key approaches to understanding
the mechanisms of managing the sustainable development of regions at the current
stage of Ukrainian state formation in the conditions of adaptation of domestic
public-organizational activities to common European standards.

The directions for the further development of the research subject were

determined: the identification of the essence of the content of the concept of



sustainable development through the mechanisms of state management; it was
determined that the presence of different, and sometimes even quite opposite, ideas
regarding the definition of the essence of sustainable development makes it
impossible to use it at the general scientific level, therefore, it is proposed to define
this concept as the basis of decentralized public administration, under which it is
necessary to understand the balanced development of economic, social and
ecological subsystems with the aim meeting the needs of current and future
generations in the long term based on a harmonious combination of human and
social interests, public legal rights and interests, implemented by the system of
state authorities, local self-government, as well as other subjects whose activities
are directly and indirectly directed to the realization of social — significant and
economically justified functions of the state; determination of the essence and
content of competitiveness as the main element of the formation of sustainable
development of regions in the state management aspect by using a complex toolkit
of such methods as legislative, planning, economic and organizational-
management; generalization of foreign experience of mechanisms of state
management of sustainable development of regions; it was determined that the
most optimal and effective model for the Ukrainian model of state formation is the
Finnish model through the implementation at the national level of the principles,
strategies, infrastructures and methods of national policy aimed at achieving the
goals of sustainable development, including through the formation and functioning
of a special public administration body.

The results obtained in the dissertation research in their totality allowed to
solve a specific theoretical-applied and scientific-research task, which consists in
systematic research and theoretical substantiation and development of practical
recommendations for improving the mechanisms of state management of
sustainable development of regions. The doctrinal generalization of the obtained
results of the dissertation made it possible to formulate the following important
conclusions.

It is proven that the presented analysis of different and sometimes even quite



opposite ideas regarding the definition of the essence of sustainable development
allows us to single out the author's definition of this concept as the basis of
decentralized public administration, which should be understood as the balanced
development of economic, social and ecological subsystems in order to meet the
needs of current and future generations in the long term, on the basis of a
harmonious combination of the interests of man and society, public legal rights and
interests, carried out by the system of state authorities, local self-government, as
well as other subjects whose activities are directly and indirectly aimed at the
realization of socially significant and economically justified functions of the state.

It is substantiated that the strategic development of countries, regions and
communities is a complex and multidimensional process and requires a
hierarchical system of decision-making and implementation. However, the
introduction of decentralization leads to the destruction of the hierarchical structure
of the strategic process both at the national level and at the level of individual
regions. In Western European countries, this contradiction is resolved through
multi-level management, which increases the capacity for strategic development of
both the state and its regional components. The organization of such an
administrative system in Ukraine requires institutional support, because there are
certain elements of political decentralization, especially at the level of regional and
district autonomy, such as the election of representative bodies, the presence of
their own jurisdiction and budgets, but the level of local autonomy in Ukraine
remains weak in solving regional development issues due to the lack of effective
local taxes, the distribution of the state budget between territorial communities and
the lack of financial independence of the executive councils of the relevant local
and regional public authorities, which directly and indirectly affects the processes
of ensuring the sustainable development of both the state as a whole and its
individual regions.

The study of theoretical measures and practical skills made it possible to
formulate the most important priority directions for the main strategy of regional

innovative development as a key vector of ensuring the sustainable development of



regions. They include: wide application of advanced technologies, mastering the
directions of modern technologies in the future, increasing the competitiveness of
domestically produced goods, entering new markets, raising the standard of living
of the population; stable support of applied and fundamental scientific research,
necessary for forming the basis for technologies for the next generation,
guaranteeing the competitiveness of manufactured products on the world and
domestic markets; accelerating the development of the information and
telecommunications sector of advanced technologies — sources of effective
economic growth and high labor productivity; constant implementation of
Innovative investments, economic modernization based on a modern scientific and
technical base, replacement of outdated funds in the economy with effective
modern technological systems to ensure resource conservation, competitiveness of
manufactured products, development of innovative infrastructure.

A comprehensive analysis of the theoretical and methodological foundations
of sustainable development, establishing the peculiarities of the functioning of the
region in the conditions of globalization and modernization of the domestic
economy made it possible to develop a management model for the sustainable
development of regional socio-economic systems in the conditions of
globalization, which provides for the effective use of their economic potential in
areas that provide the greatest social economic return. The material basis of the
model of sustainable regional development is the economic potential, which
includes the following types of them: innovative, production, infrastructural,
financial, labor, entrepreneurial, informational, demographic, natural resource,
educational, export, integration, and foreign economic relations. Moreover, this
model assumes that the potential of sustainable development is the result of a
contradictory interaction of multidirectional factors and conditions: 1) reflecting
the past (“resources"); 2) that characterize the present (“reserves)"; 3) that provide
for development (“'the future", building up resources and reserves necessary for the
formation of sustainable development). The factors and conditions of sustainable

development manifest their influence in the specific conditions of the space-time



continuum, and the main condition for the sustainable development of the region is
not the creation and increase of potential, but its use with the maximum socio-
economic effect.

Considering the comprehensive analysis, it is noted that the Association
Agreement between the European Union and Ukraine is an important document
that ensures a strategic partnership between the two parties and contains several
provisions aimed at ensuring the sustainable development of Ukraine, which is a
key and priority goal for the country in conditions of adaptation of domestic
legislation and models of public administration. One of the most important
principles laid down in the Association Agreement is sustainable development.
This principle is the basis of the Agreement and is defined as ensuring balanced
development at the economic, social, and environmental levels. The agreement
provides for Ukraine's obligations to implement the Program for Ensuring the
Sustainable Development of Ukraine, which contains strategic directions for
ensuring the country's sustainable development based on a balanced approach to
the development of the economy, social sphere, and environmental protection, as
well as provisions that provide for cooperation between Ukraine and the EU on the
development and protection of human rights and the social sphere. These measures
are important components of sustainable development, as ensuring social justice
and protection of human rights are important factors that contribute to the
sustainable development of society. The agreement provides support to Ukraine in
the implementation of measures to protect the environment and natural resources,
which includes promoting the development of environmentally friendly
technologies and energy, as well as cooperation in the implementation of measures
to minimize the consequences of disasters and natural disasters. Certain aspects are
aimed at cooperation between Ukraine and the EU regarding the development and
protection of human rights and the social sphere, which are important components
of sustainable development; in supporting the development of local self-
government and ensuring the economic stability of the regions, as well as vectors

on the fight against corruption and ensuring the transparency of management,



which are important components of sustainable development.
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
